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Abstract

The syntactic reality abounds with many standards texts that
can not be understood depending on their surface structure.
Rather such structures should be interpreted according to their
linear arrangement. For that reason grammarians, argue that
exegesis is something obligatory since it means interpreting a
text apart from its surface structure to take meaning into
account.

Accordingly, grammarians may resort to ellipsis, connecting and
disconnecting, preposition and postposition and other strategies
used to convey the accurate meaning. In fact syntactic genesis
aims at taking grammar and meaning into account.

In his book, allurjani (died 471 A.H) discusses the phases of
syntactic exegesis and he pays much attention to meaning and
considers it the base in directing many grammatical problems.
He thinks that grammatical exegesis has two objects: to correct
the grammatical origin and to correct meaning.
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
