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Abstract
This study includes research in the industry topic in the cities of Cordoba ,

Seville and dependencies during the Islamic era , starting from the era of the
Umayyad Emirate ( 138 AH / 755 AD) until the end of the age Almurbati year
(541 AH/ 1146 AD) .

The importance of this topic being highlights the varieties and crafts
industries in those cities with Rifama , indicating the reasons that led to the
establishment of these industries and crafts , and a focus on high-quality varieties ,
which are characterized by inside and outside of Andalusia .

As well as demonstrate the role of oriental influences in the transfer of the
findings of the industry there, and then build on it and develop through continuous
communication of civilization throughout history.

The selection of the cities of Cordoba and Seville, both located on the
River Guadalquivir in the field of industry has come through the harmony and
goodwill that linked both cities through the history of Andalusia, and the response
was rivalry between them an incentive to their choice, as well as the availability of
resources and appropriate references, and expressed by previous studies, historical
research, an important way to move forward in the study of the time period
between the era of the Umayyad Emirate until the end Almurbati age, as long
enough to clarify the picture in the field of industry and development.

Then enter into the classification and
types of industries, and the impact of Mashreq and other effects, and secretion of
cases of excellence and quality produced by the Andalusian civilization in both
cities.



- This research includes introduction , three chapters and conclusion ,the
introduction focus on geographical and historical aspects of Seville and Cordoba
and their dependent towns, particularly that associated with their sites and
geographical nature in Al-Andalus country with study of their regions and
peripheral areas in general .

Chapter one involves the standards of industry developments at Seville and
Cordoba and their flourishing, it has been identified by three major elements,
which are: availability of raw material such as mineral , flora and fauna resources,
availability of labor and career, the rule of government in supporting and relief the
industrial activity beside the trading and traders rule upon industry development .
Chapter Two involves mineral , textile and wood industry , the textile industry
includes three sections which are: First section deals with cotton yarns ,section two
with linen and silk and wool textiles, section three includes furniture industry,
while in mineral industry the research focused on coins, jewelry, pots and
containers in addition to arm lead pipes industry. The wood industry includes
ships, boats and industries of war that relied mainly on wood and furniture, antique
ivory and musical instruments.

Chapter three examine the food and artisan industries, food industry includes milk
industry, vegetable oil industry that marked by Seville and Cordoba regarding to
large amount of olive tree on their lands. Then we have industry of grain milling,
wine , alcohol, fruit drying, sweets and honey.

Concerning the craft industries , the study focused on tanning leather, paper,
paints, ceramic, crystal and marble making . The luxury industry divides into two
sections, the first one is fragrances and perfumes making, Section two 1is
ventriloquist making plus to medicines and drugs industry, and that this work is
purely for the sake of God and God's help and guide.
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
