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Abstract

The aim of the research is to identify the capacity of working memory
and its relationship to the cognitive style (focus - superficial) among
intermediate school students (distinguished and ordinary).

The researcher used the descriptive approach, and the research sample
was easily selected (random - stratified) as it reached (350) male and
female students, divided equally among the distinguished and ordinary
schools. (8) secondary schools (4) schools for the distinguished were
chosen by (2) schools for males and the same for females. (4) Regular
schools with (2) for males and the same for females.

The researcher adopted the test (Bahr, 2016) to measure working memory
capacity and the psychometric properties of the scale were extracted, and
the cognitive method test (focus - surface) (researcher preparation) was
built, which included in its final form (20) cases, and the researcher
verified the psychometric properties and the stability of the tool By the
method of return, as its percentage reached (0.82), then the two tests were
applied to the sample members, and the researcher used the following
statistical methods (T-test for one sample, T-test for two independent
samples, Pearson correlation coefficient, T-test for the significance of the
correlation coefficient, the T-test for the difference between the two
coefficients Correlation, Cronbach o - correlation coefficient, Point -
Bicerial correlation coefficient (Chi square test), and reached the
following results:

1- There is a statistical indication between the attained average as a whole
and the hypothetical average in favor of the achieved.

2- There is a statistically significant difference between the average
working memory of students in the distinguished and ordinary schools
and in favor of the distinguished and when the gender variable is in favor
of females

3- The existence of a statistically significant and positive relationship in
the research sample when the variable distinguished in the type of school
and males and females when the variable of sex and the first and third
grades of the school grade variables



4- There i1s a statistically significant difference between the two
correlation coefficients in favor of the distinguished schools .

In light of the results, the researcher came up with a number of
conclusions, including:

1- Students from the (distinguished and ordinary) schools according to
the gender variable (males - females) possess working memory capacity
for the benefit of females.

2 - The students from schools (distinguished and ordinary) according to
the variables (gender - class - school type) possess the superficial
cognitive focus and in favor of the distinguished.

The researcher preaches relevant authorities also recommended a number
of recommendations, including:

1- Paying attention to the topic of working memory capacity and
cognitive style (focus - superficial) in particular through conducting more
research and studies.

2- Educating the teaching and teaching staff and parents of the
importance of experiences in developing the cognitive method (focus -
superficial) because of the great role they play in raising the level of
achievement and solving problems.
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
