selling, leasing, and mortgaging .. And it is from the grace of God

His choices in the three chapters amounted to forty options, and
the issues were studied in a scientific study according to a logical
arrangement as follows: a title for each issue, and then its image,
editing the place of the dispute and explaining the cause of the
dispute, the statements of jurists and the choice of mourning,
evidence and discussion, and weighting with a statement of the
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reason for weighting, Then | ended the letter with a conclusion
containing the results.

Among the most prominent findings is that Imam Al-Haddad - may

The choices of Imam Al-Haddad - may God have mercy on him -
were appropriate to facilitate the legislation and allow it, and he
was stranded in his jurisprudence towards facilitation and
moderation, and he took into account in his choices the interests of
the servants and the correct custom.

Through writing the research, | found out the importance of the
doctrine of the Great Imam Abu Hanifa - may God have mercy on
him - in his expansion and realistic views on the issues in the
subject of the study, as it was shown to me the importance of
transactions in the life of a Muslim and that religion is a treatment,
and there is no doubt that this section of jurisprudence needs an
enlightened and broad mindset .

Among the most prominent findings in the matters of this research
