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Abstract
This research, entitled (Speech Acts in Nabighat Bani Shayban's Poetry A
Pragmatic Study), represents a systematic, descriptive and analytical study of
the texts of the Umayyad poet Nabigha Bani Shayban. The researcher relied
on the quintuple classification of the linguist John Searle for the direct verbal
verbs, with the activation of the analytical field of these verbs by employing
the indirect aesthetic effects. The theoretical and practical framework has also

benefited from the opinions of other linguists, especially Kreis and Austin.

The basic premise that was adopted in the deliberative analysis was
represented by three pillars: describing the state of the verbal act in terms of
verbal and actual achievement, the propositional content of the verbal act, and
its influential power. The condition of honesty and sincerity was adopted in

describing the nature of the relationship between words and the world.

In view of the dependence of the pragmatic approach on language in the
framework of use, openness to contextual data and the conditions of
production and reception of discourse, an analytical approach has been
adopted for this research. In addition, the poetic divan of our poet provides
the appropriate ground for deliberative study, as his poetic blog is a fertile and
rich field for studying verbal acts in it. This is what achieves the importance
of this research from two aspects: the systematic study of verbal acts, and the

existence of a fertile applied field for the study.

Within the framework of the research plan, the research included an
introduction, a preface, two chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources and

references, and a summary in English.

As for the introduction, it included a study of two axes, the first: a
theoretical introduction to the terms and concepts that were defined in the

terms: pragmatics, pragmatic linguistics, verbal verbs, context, referral, and

A



intent. The second: an overview of the life of the poet, the Nabighat Bani

Shayban.

As for the first chapter, entitled (Types of verbal performance verbs), it
included four topics. The first topic dealt with the study of (Assertives), the
second topic dealt with (Directives), and in the third topic the study of

(expressive), while the fourth topic dealt with (Commissives and Declarativs).

Where the first topic included a study of (graphic effects), the second topic
included a study of (the effects of poetic symbol), and the third topic included
a study of (the effects of poetic paradox).

As for the second chapter, entitled (The aesthetic effects of Achievement
Speech Acts), it included three topics. Where the first topic included a study
of (graphic effects), the second topic included a study of (the effects of poetic
symbol), and the third topic included a study of (the effects of poetic

paradox).

As for the conclusion, it included the overall results of the research, which
confirmed the active role of the verbal verbal verbs in their various types in
the poetic discourse, as well as the role of the aesthetic level in showing the
influential power of indirect influences, and revealing the verbal intentions in
its verbal and actual achievement levels. Then there was a list of sources and
references that included the research sources and its various references.
