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Abstract

Al-Qara’in Band is a Jewish group that appeared in the Islamic era in
Baghdad during the reign of Caliph Abi Jaafar AlI-Mansour, a group based
on ideological and intellectual foundations. Al-Qaraeen Band is one of the
most recent Jewish groups, and it was created by Annan bin Daoud in
Baghdad in the succession of the Abbasid Caliph Abi Jaafar AlI-Mansour
The second Abbasid caliph (754-775 A.D.), Arab writers attributed it to
Annan and called it a curse. Amin, as well as interpretations and more
rabbis and ancient rabbis.

Rather,
hostility and hatred was a characteristic of this relationship between them,
and differences emerged in the doctrinal and juristic principles and religious
practices between the two parties.
