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Abstract:
The aim of this research is to identify

- The most common values among postgraduate students.

- Significance of significant differences for the most common values
among postgraduate students according to the gender variable
(male - female)

- Significance of significant differences for the most common values
among postgraduate students according to the variable of
specialization (scientific — human)

- ldentifying the tendency towards perfectionism among
postgraduate students

- Significance of significant differences of perfectionism among
postgraduate students according to the gender variable (male -
female)

- Significance of moral differences of perfectionism among
postgraduate students according to the variable of specialization
(scientific - human)

The basic research sample consisted of (359) postgraduate
students (Masters) who were chosen randomly from the faculties of
the University of Mosul for the academic year 2022-2023. To achieve
the objectives of the research, the researcher adopted the final
updated version by (Haman and Hamid 2021) of the (Alport - Vernon
- Lindsay 1951) scale, which consists of (45) items, and the apparent
validity of the research tool was verified by presenting it to experts
and arbitrators in education, psychology and literature The
discriminatory power of the tool was also calculated, and the
reliability was calculated using the test-retest method, reaching
(0.821). It reached (0.855) using the Wackeronbach method.

The researcher also built a measure of the tendency towards
perfectionism after examining a number of literature, theories and
previous studies, so the scale consisted of five domains and (43)
items in its final form. And calculating the stability in two ways,
namely the re-test, as the value reached (0.805), and the Vakronbach
method, as the value of the stability coefficient reached (0.821).



The researcher used the statistical bag for social sciences (Spss) in

processing the data statistically, using a number of statistical

methods such as the correlation coefficient, the t-test for one

sample, and the t-test for two independent samples

The search results are shown:-

The most common values among postgraduate students
(master's) were (social value, economic value, aesthetic value,
theoretical value, religious value, political value) arranged from
highest to lowest.

Graduate students have a high level of tendency towards
perfectionism.

A significant correlation between the value system and the
tendency for perfectionism according to the gender variable
(male-female) in favor of females.

The existence of a significant correlation between the value
system and the tendency to perfectionism according to the
variable of specialization (scientific - humanistic) in favor of
human specialization.

Based on the results, some recommendations were presented: -

Promoting religious and social values among postgraduate
students by holding seminars and courses for them

The need for university professors to emphasize in their teaching
the growth and understanding of the tendency towards perfection
and to set goals commensurate with the capabilities of
postgraduate students

A number of future studies were also suggested:-

Conducting a comparative study to find the relationship between
the value system and the tendency towards perfectionism on
other samples such as (gifted or gifted students or teaching staff)
Conducting a study to find out the relationship of each variable
(value system or tendency to perfectionism) with other variables



such as (personal traits, behavior patterns, parental treatment
styles).
