Abstract

Arabic literature is consider the legacy of the nation's knowledge and
civilization to include the events, ideas and landmarks that remain immortal until
today. This literature was full of a large number of poets, some of whom have
earned their fame and stature, and some of them remain hidden away from fame
for many reasons and circumstances. We believe in reviving what is in our ancient
Arabic literature heritage from values of creativity and in my beloved city of
Hadba. The idea of the thesis originated with the supervisors of Prof. Dr. Ahmed
Hussein Al-Sadani by reviewing the search titled (Ibn al-Halawi al-Musli, his life
and poetry with verification of what reached us from him), by the late Professors
Dr. Mohamed Kassem Mustafa and Prof. Abdelwahab El Adwani, published in
1980. After reviewing the newly verified books, we were able to collect more than
400 verses of poetry, the subjects of which were varied, and after taking
professors’ opinions in several universities; we have decided to register the title of
this master's thesis (Ibn al-Halawi al-Musalli), (t 656 A.H) Collection, verifying
and studying. The nature of our subject required dividing the thesis into two parts
preceded by the introduction.

The first section includes the preface, which presented the name of the poet,
his nickname, his lineage, and his movements with his death, and then stood with
an analytical study of Ibn al-Halawi's poetry through its various themes of praise,
flirt, depiction and others. It also included the study of the most important artistic
characteristics of the poet's ideas and their meanings and then his dialect and poetic
images through his innovative rhetorical creations, and then study weights and
rhymes, which organized his poems.

The second section of this thesis includes collecting and verifying, and I
referred to the method that 1 followed in the verifying starting from the oldest
reference contains his poetry with mentioning the number of verses and its
sequence and I stated the differences in the margin and definition of each necessary
case. Finally, the thesis concluded with presenting the most important results that
we have achieved.
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
