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Abstract:

The impact of floods from the Tigris and Euphrates rivers on public
life during the Abbasid era was significant. These recurrent floods destroyed
farms and villages, created a shortage of food and water resources, and spread
diseases and deaths among the population. To address this problem, the
Abbasid rulers took many measures, including building channels for water
drainage, constructing sturdy dams and bridges to reduce flooding.
Techniques for irrigation and agriculture were also developed to improve

agricultural production and reduce the negative effects of floods .

This study is based on historical and archival sources and artifacts that
affected public life through the primary and secondary sources related to
floods and their effects on society during the Abbasid era, providing a
comprehensive understanding of the impact of this phenomenon on social,

economic, and environmental life in the region.

The master's thesis includes a detailed study of the various methods used by
the Abbasid government to manage this problem, including an analysis of
dams, water technologies, and their impact on agriculture, economy, and
public life. The thesis will also address the impact of climate and
environmental changes on the recurrence of floods and their impact on local

communities .
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
