Abstract

The current study aimed to identify the learner's moral and its
relationship to the self-development among the students of the University

of Mosul.

To achieve the purpose of achieving the objectives of the study by

answering the following questions:

1- What is the level of learner’s morals among the students of Mosul

University ?

2-Is there a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) of the
learner's morals among the students of the University of Mosul in the

light of some variables (gender, academic specialization, academic

level)?

3- What is the level of self-development among the students of Mosul

University?

4-Is there a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) of self-
development among Mosul university students in the light of some

variables (gender, academic specialization, academic level)?

5- Is there a correlative relationship between the learner's morals and the

self-development of the students of the University of Mosul in general .

6- Is there a statistically significant correlation at the level of significance
(0.05) between the variables (the learner's morality and self-development)
among the students of the University of Mosul according to the variables

(gender, academic specialization, academic level).

The study was limited to students of scientific and humanities faculties

by gender (male-female), and the academic level of the two grades
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(second and fourth) at the University of Mosul for the academic year

(2021-2022). And two

human colleges, and to achieve the objectives of the research, the

researcher built scales as a tool for the study, as shown below:
1-A measure of learner's moral .
2-A measure of self-development

The validity of the scales was verified through (apparent honesty,
subjective honesty, and structural validity), and the discriminatory power
was calculated for the items of the scales, and the reliability was
calculated by (retesting, half-segmentation, and Alpha Cro-Nbach's
method) for both scales, and the data were treated statistically by (Excel)
and the Statistical Portfolio for Social Sciences (SPSS) program, which

showed the following results:

1-There are statistically significant differences in the level of learner’s
morals in favor of the research sample members. It was also clear that the
sample members’ scores fall within the level above the hypothetical

average of the learner’s morality levels.

2-There is a difference between males and females in the morality of the
learner, and in favor of females, that is, females have a little more morals
than males. As for the academic specialization: (scientific - humanitarian)
there is no statistically significant difference in the level of learner’s
morals among Mosul University students according to the specialization
variable (scientific) - Humanistic) and as for the academic level: (second

- fourth) has shown that there is no statistically significant difference

according to the academic level (second - fourth), meaning that the
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students of the second and fourth grades have a high and balanced level

of learner morals.

3-There is a statistically significant difference in self-development in
favor of the research sample members. It was also clear that the scores of
the sample members fall within the level above the hypothetical average

of the levels of self-development.

4-The absence of a statistically significant difference in the level of self-

development among students of the University of Mosul according to the
gender variable (males - females). As for the academic level, there was a
statistically significant difference between the academic level of the

second and fourth grades and in favor of the fourth grade.

5-There is a positive, statistically significant correlation between the
learner's morality and self-development among the students of the

University of Mosul.

6-All the correlation coefficients between the two variables are positive
and statistically significant and can be generalized to members of the

community.
Conclusions

In light of the research results, the researcher came up with a set of

conclusions, which are:

1-The students of the University of Mosul enjoy a good level of morals,
and this 1s due to the merit of the professors at the University of Mosul in

all their specializations and categories, for their interest in the educational

aspect as it is the basis of learning.
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2-The female students of Mosul University have a slightly better moral
character than the male students, because the Iraqi society in general and
the Mosul society in particular is a conservative society and holds

females accountable more than males.

3-The higher the level of morality of the learner, the higher the level of

self-development among the students of the University of Mosul.
Recommendations

In light of the conclusions reached by the researcher recommends the

relevant authorities the following recommendations:

- It is necessary that the subject of ethics be taught to university students

in all disciplines.

- Activating the role of educational guidance within universities and
various educational institutions in urging learners and directing them

towards moral commitment.

- Emphasis on making flyers and posters that urge learners and encourage

them to adhere to good morals.
Suggestions

Among the most prominent proposals identified by the researcher to

communicate in this field that has been studied :

- Conducting a study dealing with the learner’s morals and its relationship
to other variables such as self-organization, self-deception, and the

pattern of religious and political beliefs.

- Conducting a comparative study between middle school, primary

university, and postgraduate students to see if the learner's morals evolve

with the development of the curricula in our educational institutions.
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
