The issue of women , in all its aspects , is a general human social
and cultural issue , it looks at its multiple reasons and its different
manifestation , according to the prevailing structures in a particular
society and a specific civilization , the elements of social upbringing enter
into molding the status of women within human societies in their cultural
civilized or societal form in general , to form cultural and value structures
that define the roles and functions of women and the spaces for their
movement to give them thir full rights .

After collecting the scientific material for this topic , the research
was divided into an introduction three chapters and a conclusion , the
preface included fuor axes : women throughout history , the reality of
women in the arabic novel , and the eastern society's view of foreign
women , and the literary and autobiographical biography of the writer .

The first chapter entitled portraits of women came with three
topics dentified by the nature of women's conditions and their fictional
position , the first topic was about the arab woman , the second was about
the foreign woman , and the third presented the emancipated woman and
explained the forms and types of liberation in the fictional character .

As for the second chapter it was entitled women and the other ,
with three sections , the first topic dealt with the relationship of the
woman with the other / man , the second is the woman's relationship with
the other/ woman , and the third is the woman's relationship with society
in terms of the woman's harmony with the different societies with her
identity and principles .
