Libya witnessed political, economic, social and political developments
from the sixteenth century until the middle of the twentieth century. It
was under Ottoman control from 1551-1825 AD until the Italian
occupation of Libya in 1911 A.D., then it became under the control of the
foreign administration (1943-1951 A.D.) Therefore, the modern history
of Libya was full of many variables. Which left its mark in the Libyan
society in all political, economic, social and even cultural fields.

This period in the history of Libya is rich in economic and political
events during the post-World War II period (1939-1945 AD), as the
Libyan issue became the subject of consultations of the major countries
that led to the sharing of influence in it, as well as the British
administrative and military measures in each of the regions of Cyrenaica
and Tripolitania and the organization The ruling in Libya, and the
international attempts to restore the Italian presence in Tripoli, these
attempts failed because of the national position of the Libyan leaders, and
the position of the Arab League as well, not to mention the control of the
French administration over the Fezzan region, As the influence of the
British and French administrations in Libya was different from what it
was under the Italian occupation, the policy of the British administration
was based on trying to separate the regional Cyrenaica and Tripolitania so
that it would remain in control of the two regions and linked their
economy to its monopoly policy in Cyrenaica, Tripolitania and Fezzan.

In 1951 AD, Libya gained its political independence and declared (the
United Kingdom of Libya) under the leadership of Idris Al-Senussi. At
the same time, its economic conditions were bad until the discovery and
export of oil in 1961 AD, so oil became the main resource for the state
after the country had been dependent on agriculture for a long period of

its history, which led to the occurrence of Radical changes in the structure
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of the Libyan economy, and accordingly, the Libyan government has
sought with all its efforts to achieve comprehensive economic
development and achieved a more advanced shift than before in the
Libyan economic life and its social outputs within the limits of its

capabilities and the internal conditions surrounding it.
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
