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Abstract
The current research aims to identify

1- On the level of cognitive perception anxiety among the students of the
University of Mosul

2- On the statistically significant differences in the level of cognitive
perception anxiety among students of Mosul University according to the
variables: A- Gender (males, females) B- Academic grade (second - and
fourth) C- Academic specialization (scientific, human).

3- On the autonomy of Mosul University students

4- On the statistically significant differences in the level of autonomy
among students of the University of Mosul

According to the variables: a- gender (males, females) b- academic grade
(second and fourth) c- academic specialization (scientific, human).

5- To identify the correlation between cognitive perception anxiety and
autonomy among the students of the University of Mosul

6- Recognizing the differences in the correlation relationship anxiety of
cognitive perception and autonomy among students of Mosul University
according to the variables: A- Gender (males, females) B- Academic
grade (second - and fourth) C- Academic specialization (scientific,
human).

The sample of the research was (705) male and female students
from the second and fourth grades from the colleges of Mosul University
from both disciplines (scientific and human) (male-female), and the
researcher used the cognitive perception anxiety scale prepared by
(Hassan, 2015), and the autonomy scale ( Prepared by the researcher),
and psychometric characteristics (veracity and stability) were extracted,
in addition to extracting the discriminatory ability and internal
consistency of the paragraphs of the two scales. The following results:-

1. There are statistically significant differences between the achieved
average and the hypothetical average in the level of cognitive perception
anxiety among the students of Mosul University, and they fell within a




level slightly lower than the hypothetical average, and this means that the
cognitive perception anxiety is below the average.

2. The study also showed that there were no statistically significant
differences between cognitive perception anxiety and the variables of
gender and grade level, while there were statistically significant
differences between cognitive perception anxiety and the academic
specialization variable in favor of the human specialization.

3. It also showed that there are statistically significant differences
between the achieved mean and the hypothetical average in the level of
autonomy among the students of the University of Mosul. They fell
within a level higher than the hypothetical average, meaning the students
of the University of Mosul enjoy autonomy.

4. The study also showed that there were no statistically significant
differences between autonomy, gender, grade, and academic
specialization variables.

5. The results also indicated that there is a direct, statistically significant
correlation between cognitive perception anxiety and autonomy, that is,
the greater the cognitive perception anxiety, the greater the autonomy
among Mosul University students and vice versa.

6. It also indicated that there is no statistical significance in the
relationship between cognitive perception anxiety and autonomy
according to the wvariables (gender, academic grade, and scientific
specialization).

In light of the results, a set of conclusions, recommendations and
suggestions were presented, the most important of which are:

Conclusions:

Mosul University students enjoy an appropriate amount of
cognitive perception anxiety and autonomy.

Recommendations:

Extending bridges of cooperation and understanding between the
university and its specialized centers and the community through
seminars and workshops to identify negative phenomena and




misperceptions among students about the concepts of cognitive
perception anxiety and autonomy.

Suggestions:

Conducting a pilot study to build an educational program in
developing the autonomy of university students.
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
