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Abstract

The verse on debt, or the verse on debt, is one of the longest verses in
the holy qur’an. The sequence of the verse occurs in number 282 of surat
al-baqarah, and it revolves around the procedures for debt and borrowing
from others, documenting it, and witnessing the testimony of that debt.
The flexibility of applying the educational and legislative contents of the
verse of religion in our contemporary reality comes from the fact that the
holy qur’an meets the needs of humanity in all its forms and at every time
and place. This quranic approach is therefore guaranteed by the
provisions of the verse of religion; achieving balance, harmony, harmony
and moderation in the life of a muslim, without any clash between all
human activities. This approach is considered completely different from
the positive approach formulated by man, in which i rely on the
superficial appearances of rulings without examining the facts of matters.
The focus of this research was on the most important educational contents
derived from the verse of religion and its practical applications in our
contemporary reality. Emphasis was also placed on social responsibility
and consideration of the humanitarian aspect included in the verse of
religion. The educational and cultural role of the islamic education
teacher was also highlighted by transferring these contents, represented
by culture, experiences and values, to the students and then to society as a
whole. The research concluded that educational and pedagogical
experiences and fruitful experiences should be exchanged between arab
and islamic countries. And seeking to unify common educational
curricula in order to achieve islamic educational and cultural integration.
