The current study deals with the social and economic situations in
Al-Ahwaz (132-334 A.H | 749-946 A.D). Although, Al-Ahwaz has
got many names, whether in old times or in recent times, yet Al-
Ahwaz remains the original name for this region since it is Arab
region. The study has come up with certain conclusions of which is
that the fertile soil and availability of water resources contributed
mainly to prosperity of agriculture. It is the main source of economy
in Al-Ahwaz region. This region shares with south of Iraq in tide and
ebb movements which affect greatly on drainage system and irrigation
means in the arable lands.
