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Abstract

This study, marked with (expiation for sins in Judaism,
Christianity and Islam — a comparative study —) is based on an
explanation of the issue of sins and the means of atonement
for them. Because it is one of the matters of human concern;
because it is related to determining his happiness or misfortune
in the world and the hereafter, the importance of this study
comes through a comparison between the position of Judaism,
Christianity and Islam on this issue. To clarify the right from
others, by following an approach that is summarized by
mentioning sins and sins in the first topic Then he mentioned a
reason for her atonement, how it is done, and the
consequences of it in the second topic in each chapter of the
message, and relying on the texts contained in the Bible when
talking about the expiation for sins in Judaism and Christianity,
with reference to the interpretations adopted by them in
explaining these texts in addition to what the rabbis wrote. The
Jews, Christian priests and monks in this regard, but when
talking about the expiation for sins in Islam, reliance was made
on what was mentioned in the Holy Qur’an and what was
mentioned in the Prophaet’s Sunnah, with the help of books of
Islamic belief and other books of Muslim scholars, and the plan
of this study came divided into an introduction Four chapters

and a conclusion, dealt with:



The first chapter: was to define: the vocabulary of the title, it
included three sections. The first topic was devoted to the
concept of blasphemy in language and idiomatically, while the
second topic was devoted to clarifying the definition of sins in
language and convention, and the third topic was devoted to

the definition of Judaism, Christianity and Islam.

As for the second chapter: It was under the heading
Expiation for Sins in Judaism, and it contains two studies. The
first section is devoted to explaining the concept of sin and its
types in Judaism, and the second topic is devoted to explaining

the means of expiation for sins among Jews.

Whereas the third chapter was: Under the title The
Expiation for Sins in Christianity, and it followed the same

methodology that it followed in the second chapter.

The fourth chapter was: It talks about the expiation for sins
in Islam, and it includes two topics. The first section was

devoted to explaining the types of sins in Islam.

As for the second topic, it was about the expiation for sins
in Islam, and then the letter concluded with a seal in which it
briefly mentioned the most important findings that it had
reached, the most important of which was: The story of the first
sin included in the Book of Genesis in the Torah included many

myths and myths that the Jews learned from the surrounding



nations and peoples. In them, especially the Babylonians and
Persians, just as the text that identified the perpetrator of the
first sin in the Torah holds Eve (peace be upon her)
responsible for this sin, and without it Adam (peace be upon
him) would not have committed his sin, Judaism has relied a
lot on worldly penitents so that those with sins can get rid of
the sins of their sins, as well as many sacrifices, sacrifices and
gifts that are made for that purpose. Christianity has been
based on a central issue, which is that humanity drains the sin
of its father Adam (peace be upon him) since his descent on
earth. Therefore, God — God forbid Him, may He be glorified -
sent down the Messiah Jesus (peace be upon him) to the earth
in the form of a human being in order to be crucified and shed
his blood to save humanity from the consequences of that sin,
and this doctrine (crucifixion and penance for sin) was not
brought by Christ (peace be upon him) nor did his followers
preach it Rather, it was one of the inventions of Paul who
claimed his belief in Christianity after Jesus (peace be upon
him), The Christian Church has exploited the doctrine of
redemption in order to keep the subject of sin and repentance
from it in the hand of its men, so it invented many rituals and
sacraments so that no sin could be forgiven except through
them, and the effects of sin could only be removed through it,

so baptism, communion, confession and so on were In contrast



to the Islamic religion which states that the sin of our father
Adam (peace be upon him) was committed by him because of
the hatred of Satan and his guardianship to him, and the
responsibility for committing the sin rests on both of our parents
Adam and Eve (peace be upon them) both of them, as for the
expiation of sins in Islam depends mainly on repentance To

God Almighty, while doing some good deeds.
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
