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Abstract

Some contemporaries dealt with the sciences of the Qur’an in both study and
criticism. one of these researches is the seven letters and the Qur’anic readings,
some of them were bold as they denied their existence, and some discussed their
topics.

It was necessary to stand on these critical statements in a critical study that
subjects these statements to scientific controls and the correct rules of criticism and
presents them to the statements of scholars of the Qur’an and the accredited
readings, then to indicate the vulnerabilities in those statements, and to respond to
any suspicions raised by them, after dismantling the phrases and then discussing
them with a rational scientific discussion with evidence and the proofs.

So, This thesis was under the title: Critical Sayings of the Seven Letters and
the Quranic Readings of the Contemporaries (A Criticism Study), a presentation of
the sayings of a collection of contemporary writers, analysis, and criticism.

The thesis revealed that some of the words speechers made lapses as a result
of errors in the methodology of their criticism, in addition to their lack of sufficient
evidence and sufficient details related to the topic under discussion, or the writer
was influenced by an ideological motive or prejudices or the exaggeration of
scholars’ differences on an issue, which leads to non-neutral results and far from
the truth.

The letter also revealed that some contemporaries have taken the path of
orientalists in terms of dealing with texts as texts without sanctity.

This thesis discussed the critical sayings within two chapters, which came
after an introduction and a preface. Where the first chapter presented the critical
sayings of the seven letters related to the era of prophecy presented in four
sections. Then the second chapter presented the critical sayings of the seven letters
and the Qur’anic readings related to the post-prophecy era, in four sections as well.
Followed by a conclusion that presented the most prominent findings of the thesis
and the researcher’s recommendations.
