Sahih Al-Bukhari has a great position after the Book of God Almighty,
so scholars dealt with it with explanation and interpretation to clarify its
mysteries and reveal its meanings, and Imam Al-Barmawi explained one
of his commentaries, which was distinguished by a number of
advantages that make it at the forefront of the commentaries of Sahih
Al-Imam Al-Bukhari, including:
Y — That this commentary is preceded in the history of authorship over
other commentaries by Bukhari that became famous in the horizons.
Such as the explanation of Al-Damamini, lbn Hajar, Al-Ayni, Al-
Qastalani and others.
Y — The author filled in the lapses of the commentaries of Al-Kirmani
and Al-Zarkashi that a book is not free from, and that is in the linguistic
issues, so he came up with a full-fledged explanation in most of his
subject.
After collecting the material, it became clear to me the research plan, so

material required that | divide the research — after the introduction — into
an introduction and two sections.
In the introduction, it explains the reasons for choosing the research, the
importance of the book, and the research plan. The introduction was

devoted to a summary of the life of the author of the book, his teachers
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and students, his writings, and the most important sources on which he
relied.

As for the second chapter, | made it to the al-Barmawi grammatical
approach in dealing with the noble hadith, and made it into three
chapters, the first: in the names, the second: in the verbs, and the third:

In each chapter, a group of grammatical issues referred to by Al-
Barmawi in his comments on the expressions of the noble hadith, his
directions to them, and their problem solving were dealt with.

The method used in the research is the descriptive and analytical
method. In studying and evaluating all issues, the following steps were
followed:

A — In each issue, | began to root the issue from the mother of the
grammatical books, and mentioned the opinions of the grammarians
about it and listed their arguments and their evidence.

B- | mentioned the hadiths in which the issue was mentioned and Al-
Barmawi commented on it and directed him to it, and his response to
the opinions he did not agree with.

C- | concluded it by discussing these opinions, then weighing what |

saw closer to the linguistic reality.
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
