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Abstract

The individual faces rapid changes and developments in all areas of
life that must have a direct impact on his ideas, style of behavior,
personality and interaction with others, which lead to a kind of conflict
between the individual's i1deas, values and trends, and the manifestations
of modernity and the coming into society , Which requires dealing with it,
and this is the weakness of possessing spiritual intelligence, for this
purpose of the research:

1. Measuring the spiritual intelligence of the students of the Faculty
of Education for Human Sciences / Mosul University.

2. Measuring the impact of the extension program on the
development of spiritual intelligence among the students of the Faculty of
Education for Human Sciences - Mosul University.

3. Identify the level of development of spiritual intelligence in the
sample of the study.

In order to achieve the objectives of the research, the following
hypotheses were developed:

1. There were no statistically significant differences between the
average grade for the post-test scores between the two groups (control -
experimental), (male - female).

2. There were no statistically significant differences between the
average grade of the experimental and control groups for the pre-test and
post-test (male-female).

3. There are no statistically significant differences between the
average grade of the experimental group and the control of the
development scores of the pre-test and post-tests of the spiritual
intelligence scale.

4. There are no statistically significant differences between the

average grade of the experimental group (males) and the average grade of
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the experimental group (females) in the pre-test and post- tests of the
spiritual intelligence scale.

The research sample adopted a measure of spiritual intelligence
prepared by (King, 2008), after being localized and modified by the
researchers (Al-Khafaf and Ashwaq) , To make it suitable for the Iraqi
environment, which consists of (47) paragraph with three alternatives
(apply to me a lot, apply to me sometimes, do not apply to me), and the
correction of grades (1,2,3) consists of (5) fields : (Awareness, truth,
grace, superiority, meaning). The authenticity of the tool has been
verified by presenting it to a group of experts in educational and
psychological sciences, and their stability was verified by way of re-
testing. The coefficient of stability (0.81) The validity of the construction
of a tool was also found by calculating the differential force of the
paragraph and the relation of the paragraph to the total degree of the
instrument using the equation (Vaccronbach) With a value of (0.83) , It
can be said that the instrument has good stability, and the data were
statistically treated using the Pearson correlation coefficient and the Kai
square test.

In light of the results, the researcher reached a number of
conclusions:

1. The impact of an instructional program in this research to develop
spiritual intelligence among the students of the Faculty of Education for
Human Sciences at the University of Mosul.

The mentoring program made students more aware, and spiritual
intelligence gave another meaning to their life, a goal of achieving
success and keeping pace with life and its circumstances.

The researcher also recommended:
1. Pay attention to the development of the components of spiritual

intelligence through university curricula and encourage students to use its
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strategies and effective areas, and be the focus of attention to students and
students.

2. It is absolutely necessary to open centers for educational and
psychological guidance in all universities, and to strengthen the work of
these centers so that they carry out research and studies through which the
need to develop spiritual intelligence and diagnose the problems that the
student is exposed to. Implementation by the Deanship of the College and
the Presidency of the University.

The researcher suggested the following:

1. Conducting similar studies on the impact of an instructional
program on the development of spiritual intelligence using a variety of
instructional methods (such as promotion guidance, psychodynamics,
social skills training, self-control, formation ...), for other stages (for
example, primary-intermediate).

2. Setting up the Community Guidance and Guidance programs

aimed at developing the spiritual intelligence of the new mentors.
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
