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The first section deals with the unknown narrators of companions,
and the second section repeated unknown narrators. As for the third
section, it tackles the individual unknown narrators, which are divided
into two types : what is unknown in the from of a man in the third section
of the first chapter, and what is unknown in various forms in the second
chapter.

The approach in this study is based on presenting the narration in
which the unknown narrator lies followed by four sections :

The first section is titled "Knowing the origin of Hadith", the
second "Ways of finding out what is unknown and explaining its cause",
the third "Ascribing the narrators of Sanad", and fourth "Explaining the
condition of Hadith".

The study concludes with the most important findings arrived at
through investigating the unknown in the books "Al-Musnad" and "Al-
Bir and Al-Silah" .
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
