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represented by the ration card system, which is the outlet For people with
limited incomes in the circumstances of the high prices that the world is
witnessing, as well as the role of the production tax and the income tax that is
imposed on producers and traders are among the most important reasons that
are attributed to the rise in prices. On prices and free competition was
mentioned in our research, the lack of tools to use The state in applying the
law, such as the Competition Protection Council and the Consumer Protection
Council, has led to weak control over markets and producers, which has led to
poor goods and service predominating in the markets, due to weak control and
the lack of those important tools we referred to, which as a result, the
consumer is the first victim of these Inferior goods and services, Egypt has
made an important stride in this field through the Competition Protection
Agency and the Consumer Protection Agency, which contributed a great role
in protecting competition from practices harmful to it, while controlling prices
and market movement, and developing consumer awareness through the role
played by those The bodies and committees affiliated with it and through the
role given to consumer associations in this field, in the presence of free
competition, freedom of prices is achieved. The principle of freedom of
competition is the basis for freedom of prices.
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The subject of our study in this research focused on (freedom of prices in
accordance with competition legislation and the prevention of monopoly), and it
is not hidden from anyone of the great importance that this topic poses, as prices
are the engine of the economies of countries, and the philosophy that the state
adopts in economic activity is what determines the features of this The
economy, and to demonstrate the importance of the subject of our study, we
have decided that the study of the subject of price freedom remains as a general
principle, and that there are some exceptions to this principle. The importance of
price freedom is due to its association with a basic issue that combines two
important pillars, the first is legal and the second is economic, as the practice of
any economic activity is related to the effectiveness of competition, and that
competition can only be achieved by respecting some principles of which the
principle of freedom of prices is one of the most prominent, that the novelty of
the subject of study and changes Which came to Iraq, and its adoption of
ideological philosophies had the most prominent impact on the state’s
intervention in pricing goods or services or leaving the matter of determining
those prices to the system of supply and demand, which was the Basic Law of
1925 the first initiative to adopt a free economy system in which the system of
setting prices is subject to the system of supply. And demand in determining the
prices of goods and services, and this approach was adopted by the permanent
constitution of 2005, that fixing prices requires the existence of an atmosphere
that is least described in it is the existence of free competition, through which
traders can practice their commercial activities in an atmosphere of honesty and
honor in their dealings, and that the state has a Through the tools it possesses, it
is the guarantor that the atmosphere of free competition prevails within the
market, and the fight against all monopolistic behavior that negatively affects
and violates this market. The competition law is considered The prevention of
monopoly and the consumer protection law are among the most important laws
that have been enacted for this purpose, without neglecting the role of the rest of
the laws such as the civil law, commercial law and the penal code, and some
laws of a special nature such as the customs tariff law, the Iraqi products
protection law, the internal and external trade regulation law and other special
laws that have a role Prominent in this field, the role of some state institutions
has a significant impact on the movement of markets and the direct impact on
prices, up and down, such as the central bank, whose prominent role is to
change the exchange rate of the local currency against the rest of the currencies,
and the role of the Ministry of Commerce, which is
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
