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Abstract

The new age has witnessed a remarkable interesting in the Arabic
Islamic Heritage. After passing the age of achieving the Arabic Islamic
Heritage, the historical studies started to give their concentration on the
knowledge material gained from these sources throughout conducting a
new reading by which the historical facts could be revealed, in addition
to treating with events and standing on their scientific contents. One of
the major movements happened to the history science development was
the stage of encyclopedias, during the eighth century (A.H.) / the
fourteenth century (A.D.). One of the scholars, then, was Ibn Fadhlallah
Al-Omaree and his well-known book " Masalik Al-Absaar Fi Mamaalik
Al-Amsaar"". This study has been concentrated on tackling the historical
data of Andalusia throughout Ibn Fadhlallah Al-Omaree's Book of
Masalik Al-Absaar (700-749A.H. / 1300-1348A.D.).

The aim of conducting this study is to ascertain the eastern
historian view (Ibn Fadhlallah Al-Omaree) towards Andalusia as one of
the Islamic metropolises which was facing many challenges such as the
confiscation of Christians on most cities of Andalusia and the
concentration of Islamic State in the southern coast of Iberian peninsula
(Granada and its coastal surrounding cities). To add, it has been stopped
on the prominent resources adopted by Al-Omaree in recording his
knowledge material throughout using eastern and andalusian references,
in addition to his role in criticizing and commenting on citation. This
study also shows how Al-Omaree succeeded in achieving coordination,

though the transporting in the conducted general disciplines in his

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encyclopedia (Masalik Al-Absaar) entirely, in addition to the importance
of Andalusia in this bulky encyclopedia.

This study is made up of five chapters. The first one is entitled "
Al-Omaree's Biography & His Scientific Participations". This chapter has
two sections. The first one comprises the acquainting with Al-Omaree's
character throughout his biography and his role in the scientific and
political life. In the second one, it has been stated his scientific
participations throughout his published works, in addition to shedding
light his published work "Masalik Al-Absaar" throughout acquainting
with the book.

As for the second chapter, it has been tackled Al-Omaree's criterion
in recording Andalusia and his resources. It is made up of two sections:
the first one focuses on Al-Omaree's criterion in recording Andalusia,
whereas the second one includes his resources whether they are

registered, oral and unknown.

The third chapter involves the geographical, architectural,
economic and social data. It is made up of two sections. The first one
tackles the geographical data by determining the regions constituting the
geography of Iberian peninsula, in addition to elevated places like rivers,
mountains and lakes. To add, it comprises the most important andalusian
cities and metropolises, and their architectural well-known places. The
second section sheds light on the economic and social data. The economic
side concentrates on the main principles which was existent at the Middle
Ages such as agriculture, trade, industry and mineral resources. As for the
social side, it is confined to phenomena which was prominent in the

andalusian society.
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The fourth chapter comprises the political and military data and it
1s made up of two sections. The first one deals with the most important
political events witnessed by Andalusia along the era of Muslims' rule,
i.e. starting from the age of emirate and till Bani Al-Ahmar State in
Granada, throughout focusing on internal and external risks facing
Muslims along their rule and control on Andalusia. The second section

focuses on the role of military and navy in protecting the Islamic State.

The fifth and last chapter deals with the scientific and
administrative data. It also comprises two sections. The first one tackles
the andalusian specialists in the transmissive sciences, especially in the
religions and the Arabic language affairs. To add, it has been counted the
mental sciences including philosophers and wisdoms. The second section
involves the administrative data tackling the andalusian citizens who
work in the field of administration in various posts such as ministries,

clerks and judges.
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
