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Abstract

The existing and potential functional relationship between the
elements of transportation by cars and the overall tourism activities on all
levels of spatial, local, regional and international levels are considered as
the theoretical framework for the role of transportation in creating the
spatial growth benefits through the paths of roads extended towards
tourism sites that are considered as the transportation nodes placed within
Duhok regional compound, which have the ability to generate and attract
traffic by using cars that are characterized by their ability to achieve the
highest possibility of accessibility, spatial connectivity, and lowering the
gap of the natural distance between tourism sites, which is one of the
most prominent factor for the settling of tourism activity, and the most
important factor in the productivity of tourism activity represented by the
size of demand from tourists in their spatial movement towards tourism
locations.

Based on this, the issue of the study is crystalized in the form that
the car transport system has a prominent role and a direct impact on
tourism activity for tourism sites which depend on the movement of
tourists between transportation nodes and tourism sites in contrast to their
functional and environmental composition, and defines the features of the
existing spatial interactions which requires a specialized spatial study that
would achieve the scientific integration between the methodologies and
research techniques in order to determine the present problems in
investment, and to ascribe the goal of the study into the study of spatial
relations between tourism sites and the system of car transportation in
Duhok governorate through the following dimensions: studying the
spatial structure of the system of car transportation and its spatial
distribution in the governorate. Determining the most prominent
components of tourism attraction towards tourism sites and their activities
in Duhok governorate. Specifying the spatial patterns for tourism sites
and directing tourism activities towards it on the governorate level.
Detecting the efficiency of car transportation towards tourism locations
within the governorate. Analyzing the spatial interaction between the
system of transportation and the sites of tourism within Duhok
governorate.



The study reached many conclusions, most prominently: that the
main tourism sites are connected by a web of transportation paths that
makes it easy for the transportation of tourists between them and the main
cities. However, there are many shortcomings and flaws that appear on
these paths such as; the narrowness of paths, the lack of maintenance,
one-lane paths which are used as two-lane paths and the nonexistence of
signs and indicative symbols on many roads as well as many other
problems and flaws that are present on the road network within the
province.
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
