The research aims to identify the relationship between misconception
about mental health and future anxiety among students of the technical
institute / Mosul according to variables of scientific specialization
(medical, administrative) and gender (male and female) and its sample
consisted of (214) male and female students from the second grade
students at the institute technical / Mosul for the academic year (2019-
2020), with (110) male, and (104) female distributed in four departments,
two of which are medical specialties (pharmacy, community health) with
(92) students, and the other two from the administrative departments
(libraries, administration Office), and by (122) students. They were
chosen according to the random, stratified sample according to the
variables of the scientific specialization, and sex and to achieve the goal
of research and answer their questions, two tools required have been set:
The first is the misconception on mental health prepared by the
researcher, and it will consist of the (35) paragraphs in his final version, it
was characterized by the apparent and constructive sincerity as well as
the strength that distinguished its paragraphs and its stability in the two
methods of repetition, and its rate was (0.86), the internal consistency that
reached (0.83). The second tool is the measure of future anxiety, the
researcher used the tool of Ibrahim (2019) after adopted to the Iraqi
environment. It also verified sincerity Its apparent, and its consistency by
the half-way split style and its percentage after correction (0.86) and
internal consistency (0.82) as well as global honesty by finding the
correlative relationship between each paragraph and its scope and the
scale of the scale as a whole. Then the researcher applied the two tools to
the members of the sample (available) via a platform (Google Forms) due
to the suspension of official working in all educational institutions. The
researcher communicated with the members of the basic (available)
research sample through the electronic classes in the technical institute
sections via their official platforms (Google Classroom) and sent the two
tools electronically via a participation form, and then they returned it after
filling them with the required information, and after collecting data and
analysing them statistically using Statistical methods, the Cronbach's
Alpha equation, the T-test for one sample, the Pearson correlation
coefficient, and
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
