Abstract

The researchers totally believe that the families and houses in
Andalusia have an effective and vital role in the Andalusian history; since
it comprises numerous families and houses which had the obvious print in
its civilized history along ages. Human is regarded as the focal point of
history due to the fact that the historical event in merely made and
produced by his efforts. On these bases, the study focuses on Bani
Hamdein’s Family and its role in Andalusia history during the age of Al-
Moravids; where those families participated in the Andalusian history on
the scientific, administrative, political and even the social levels. They
were prominent in the fields of sharia sciences, especially those of Hadith
and jurisprudence in addition to the Arabic sciences such as grammar and
literature. They also were distinct in the art or writing, notably the literary
letters. Hence, they work as mufti for the laypersons and was consultants
for politicians, in addition to taking office of the higher judgment in
Cordoba by which the judge practices his duty of judgment on the whole
Andalusia. So, this post had been theirs successively and they manage it
perfectly and properly. Their political influence on the political event was

clear due to their aforementioned qualifications and authorities.

Our aim of the study in this topic is to introduce the members of
Bani Hamdein’s Family and describe their roles and duties at the
scientific, administrative, and political levels. Thus, it has been firstly
submitted a remarkable effort to collect a considerable material which can
be used for enriching the studies of this domain (i.e. the history of
Andalusia), especially the civilized and ideological fields. Secondly, it is
intended by this study to shed light on the presence of this family and its
activity in the Andalusian history.

As starting to write this topic, it has been suggested that this work
should not be limited to submit texts and present them only; since the
research plays dual roles: to ask and to answer at the same time.
Accordingly, we have made numerous attempts to read and review texts

perfectly in order to analyze its raw material. The study can be , therefore,
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characterized by the analytical approach based on contemporary historical
evidences and witnesses on events in which Bani Hamdein’s Family lived
and participated. The case study is neither abnormal, nor we are forced by
those texts to conduct such a criteria; some of them are ambiguous and
vague and some others have incomplete and disconnected information
with inconsistent related references. Some texts are directly connected to
the topic, and some others are near to it. We have researched hard in other

indirectly related domains in order to meet the study needs.

Being in harmony with the methodology regulations of historical
research, the study has been made up of a preface and four chapters
preceded by an introduction and followed by conclusions in addition to
appendixes and list of references. In the preface, it has been stated the
political life in the age of Al-Moravids and introduced the principles on
which their stated has been established in addition to some other related
matters. It has been also shown the scientific life and the most important
types of sciences that were dominant and flourishing at this age, in
addition to the ideological perspective sponsored and supported by the
authority of state. As for the first chapter, it comes under the title of
‘Introducing Bani Hamdein’s Family’. It is made up of three sections, the
first one is about the origin of the family, its first entrance to Andalusia
and its movement and settlement in Cordoba. In the second section, it has
been shown the family’s social status and its members’ census according
to the family tree diagram. The third section is devoted to the scientific

formation of Bani Hamdein’s Family.

Moving to chapter two, it come under the title of ‘The Scientific
Role of Bani Hamdein’s Family’. It is also made up of three sections. The
first one is specified to study in detail the sessions of Hadith science
(sessions of memorizing by reading and hearing) made by Bani
Hamdein’s Family. Likewise, the second section is also a detailed study
of the family jurisprudence sessions in which debates and judgment

events are made). The third section is about the results of Bani Hamdein’s



Family participations. It is of three subsections comprising the family’s

students, its role in rewarding certificates, and its published works.

According to chapter three, it is limited to study ‘The
Administrative Role of Bani Hamdein’s Family’. It also comprises three
sections. The first one is about how Bani Hamdein’s Family took office
of judgment and a brief presentation about the plan of judgment and its
features and ranks in Andalusia at the age of Al-Moravids. The second
section is about how Bani Hamdein’s Family took office of consultation.
The third section tackles the samples of judgment and consultation issues
in the sessions of Bani Hamdein. In this respect, it has been shown a
detailed view about the event of burning the book of ‘lhyaa’ Uloom ed-
Deen’ by Al-Gazali, shedding light on the details, dimensions and

impacts of such an event in references.

The last but not least is chapter four in which we shed light on ‘The
Political Role of Bani Hamdein’s Family’. It is made up of two sections.
The first one is about the support of Bani Hamdein’s Family to the
authority of state throughout highlighting the role of Abi Abdulllah bin
Hamdein in several reforming fields to support the authority of Al-
Moravids and its direction. The second section uncovers the oppositeness
of Bani Hamdein’s Family took to the state. This is represented by the
revolutions of Abi Ja’far bin Hamdein on Al-Moravids and the family’s
oppositeness to the power of Bani Al-Ahmar (i.e. Kings of Granada)
throughout standing with the family of bani Ashqailoola and Al-
Mareenyyeen during the Ashqailoolian riot which was the last political
role of Bani Hamdein’s Family according to historical references. Finally,

the study has been terminated by a list of conclusions.

Generally speaking, each study has its own difficulties. In this
connection, this study faced some obstacles starting from the shortage of
texts and published works which tackles Bani Hamdein’s Family. Despite
the fact that all references point out the importance of this family at the
various levels, data submitted there wasn’t equal to its hypothesized

position. Other contemporary families like Bani Rush’s Family were met
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by detailed studies and translated works. Hence, references did nothing
but submit brief show and not enough surrounding about any member of
Bani Hamdein’s Family, in addition to gaps that haven’t been covered by
references so that an observable historical emptiness has been made. So,
such difficulties haven’t been traditional, they make us face a hard
challenging, either we have to produce an entire study in all aspects or we

are forced to give up. But, we insisted to achieve the first aim.

As for conclusions, it has been founded that Bani Hamdein’s
Family is a judgment family, since it kept on taking the office of
judgment throughout out being nominated by Al-Moravids and the
laypersons. So, four of its member have been judges successively in
Cordoba along the age of Al-Moravids. Among other comptemporary
families, they are administratively talented. The age of Al-Moravids
represents the climate in power and contribution according to Bani
Hamdein’s Family at the all of scientific, administrative, and political
levels, due to the fact that the state of Al-Moravids was a jurisprudential
state including well-known characters like Abo Abdullah bin Hamdein as
a respectful jurisprudent man. Meanwhile, the age of Mowahhideen
witnessed an exile cases from all roles and posts they were occupying in
the previous age. Besides, many of the family members were tortured and
crucified like Abo Ja’far bin Hamdein because of their oppositeness to
Al-Mowahhideen. After that, they backed to the practice of policy and its
aspects at the age of Granada Kingdom. Spending no long time, they
departed from Andalusia to Morrocco with their allies of Ashgeiloola to
settle there under the sponsor of Al-Mareenyyeen. This was the last event
of their biography according to references. Bani Hamdein’s Family
witnessed two opposite generations in their attitude towards the
government in Andalusia, the first one was to support the state
represented by Al-Moravids, and the second one was the oppositeness of
Al-Moravids, Al-Mowahhideen, and Bani Al-Ahmar powers in Granada.
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
