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ABSTRACT

Conversation is a daily interactive form of communication that occurs
when two or more individuals exchange ideas and views. Generally, when
people are engaged in a conversation, they have to know when to speak and
listen to others to achieve a flowing interaction. When the second speaker
starts speaking and takes the first speaker’s turn before finishing his/her
speech, s/he violates the turn-taking rules and interrupts her/his partners. This

violation process is termed an interruption.

However, the study confines itself to investigating the phenomenon of
interruption socio-pragmatically in English-language-based live TV shows
with different genres to have different samples and different language styles.
The current study's essential problems are the variations of language styles
which male and female speakers use in their interaction, there are many
causes force the speakers to violate the turn-taking rules, and age, gender,

status, and culture play crucial role in everyday conversation.

This study aims at investigating the concept of interruption
theoretically, identifying interruption phenomenon realistically through live
TV shows, building an analysis model, and analyzing the works selected in
terms of the variables identified. The study hypothesizes that the female
speakers may interrupt others more than male speakers do, male and female
speakers interrupt each other at the same rate, high-status speakers may
interrupt those of low status, and mature people may tend to interrupt main
speakers more than other age classes. Additionally, the current study builds
its model according to the theories surveyed. The component of the model
includes four main parts interruption interface, interruption types, interruption

purposes, and live TV shows.

The current study's findings reveal that there are four main types of

interruption performed by the participants in live TV shows. They are simple,



overlap, butting-in, and silent interruption. Simple interruption is the most
frequently applied by the participants. Secondly, there are three primary
purposes behind interruption. They are disruptive, cooperative, and neutral
purposes. Participants in live TV shows performed disruptive purposes more
than other purposes. Thirdly, in the aspect of interface interruption, mature
people use interruption more than any other age classes.Finally, the current
study ends up its scope with suggestions and recommendations for further

studies.
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
