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Abstract

The foreign policy of the United Arab Emirates can be
understood through its positive domestic situations and the
philosophy adopted by its leadership that, on its part, selects the
appropriate from among the objectives, moreover, the aspects
regarding both regional and international environments.

There are many facts that have impacts upon the foreign
policy of the UAE, such as the vast oil wealth which it possesses
of, besides, the formidable amounts of natural gas, vis-a-vis the
limited population density of the UAE, of what it was given the
opportunity to contribute to the programs of foreign aid, what's
more, its strategical geographic location as its borders are
overlooking on the Arab Gulf and Indian Occian that are
neighboring the Strait of Hormuz, which makes it a significant
and an active way for international trade.

The first chapter; focused on foreign policy structures of the
UAE, which are as official structures represented in constitution
and public, legislative, executive and judicial powers. But, as for
unofficial structures, the researcher recognized the deficiency of
the UAE for them.

The second chapter; treated the international variables after
the cold war 1991 — and its influence on the foreign policy of
the UAE, these variables included globalization with its
political, economic and cultural types. The researcher dealt with
the impacts of globalization on the UAE, and took up the
complexity of democracy in the UAE, and treated what is
known the project of the Middle East.

The third chapter; approached the Arab regional role of
foreign policy of the UAE, wherein, it was focused on two
themes; the first touched on the Gulf States of the GCC-1991-
2003, and explained the directions and tendencies of the Gulf
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Cooperation Council States, and also got to the relations
between the UAE and other member states of the GCC. The
second them concentrated on the relations between the UAE and
Iraq.

The forth chapter; brought up the relations between the UAE
and Iran which has been restricted with the subject of three Arab
Islands in view of the fact that the study is dealing with only
political side.

The fifth chapter; handled the UAE and the security of the
Gulf and illustrated the size of the role played by the UAE in
forming security programs in the first theme, while the second
theme tackled the foreign existence in the Arab Gulf region
which has turned into American lake due to the massive
existence of the American forces in the region.

The subject of the study is one of the contemporary subjects
which still produce an effect on the region, that gave the study a
new significance added to the previous importance; the UAE
has role in every aspect of these mentioned aspects.
