Sports management plays an important role in media institutions in light
of the intense competition between these various institutions, ensuring their
presence and survival has become an imposition on them the optimal
investment of the various functions of the administration in an attempt to satisty
each follower of the material it provides and achieve the desires of the largest
number of them, which allows it to ensure a prominent position in light of that
intense competition, good management always seeks to invest the human
element in a way that makes you provide good material that achieves a high
percentage of followers, which makes you successful as a media and academic
institution. The thesis aimed to:

- Building a scale of sports media functions from the point of view of students
of the University of Mosul.

- Identify the level of sports media functions and its dimensions from the point
of view of students of the University of Mosul.

- Identify the relationship between sports media functions and students' attitudes
towards practicing sports activities and events at the University of Mosul.

The researcher used the descriptive approach in the method of correlation
relations on a sample of students of the University of Mosul for the academic
year (2023-2024) that included (230) students for the academic stages (second,
third, fourth) distributed over (23) scientific and humanitarian colleges, with the
exception of students of the College of Physical Education and Sports Sciences,
and to achieve the objectives of the research, the researcher resorted to building
a special tool for sports media functions and adapting the second tool to the
variable of trends to become appropriate to the nature of the current research,
and in order to reach the results of the research, (arithmetic mean, standard
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deviation, percentage, simple correlation coefficient, regression coefficient) as
appropriate statistical means.

The researcher reached a set of conclusions, including:

- Building and applying the scale of sports media functions from the point of
view of students of the University of Mosul in its dimensions (the function of
guidance and guidance, the news function, the educational and educational
function, the function of documentation and history, the function of criticism,
explanation (commentary) and the presentation of opinions).

- The five-dimensional sports media functions scale was at a low level, which
indicates the weak role of the media in showing the role of sports and its
positive effects on the health and social status of students at the University of
Mosul.

- The attitude scale of the students of the University of Mosul at a very low
level, which reflects the lack of desire for sports activities and events within the
University of Mosul.

- Some of the indicators of the attitude scale among students of the University
of Mosul are at a low level, as it 1s an indication of the weak desire of some
students to practice group sports activities on campus and during official
working hours.

- The weak impact of sports media functions in enhancing the attitudes of
students of the University of Mosul towards practicing physical and sports
activities and events.

In light of the previous conclusions, the researcher recommends the
following:

- The need for the sports media to intensify its sports programs targeting
females, and to choose appropriate times to be presented to the public.

- The need for sports media to pay attention to the presentation of cultural
programmes that contribute to increasing women's awareness and sports culture.
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
