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Abstract

The study of the formal robes of honor and gifts in Andalus from the
Omayad Emirate reign until the Granada fall (138-897 A. H./ 755-1492
A. D.) represents an extensive survey and an interesting prescription to
the social situations for both the rulers and the state officers levels, and
they had an outstanding feature in drawing of remarks and history of
Islamic and Arabic State in Andalus which extended to more than of eight
centuries. Moreover, these robes of honor and gifts contributed in
formulating deep concepts about development the humanitarian merciful
relations between the rulers and the state officers and gave them a motive
of noble life predominating with hearty friendliness in order to create a
completing society relayed on trusted social relations.

The formal robes of honor in Andalus has a great important since
they include of abstract significances giving to their recipients some
political characteristics in the state, because they issuing from the
Caliphate of state who has religious and political authorities. Henceforth,
to be customary in honoring of one of the notables to bestow a robe upon
him that called a robe of honor where the Caliphate presents these gifts
from the clothes store inside his palace, or he takes off his garment and
presents it to another. This deed is a sense of honor to someone a
nickname or an important occupation in state, then the receiver has get a
high position and becomes one of upper-class in state.

The formal gifts that presented from the state officers (the ministers,
princes, leaders, and others) to the someone higher than them like
Caliphates and Sultans have political and social dimensions and these
gifts do not complete their goal without achieving their aim of presenting

these gifts that strengthen the position of those men from some rulers in



charged with them in pronouncing their obedience and loyalty to them
and to obtain advantages and important positions in state by presenting
different kind of gifts to their rulers to show respect or affection to them,
because the gifts arouse the cordiality in the spirit of the recipient one and
get his acceptance to push him spontaneously to give their donors a robe
of honor more expensive than what he received, or giving them
employable characteristics higher than their formal once, so the aim of
gifts achieved their goal completely.

Thus, I divided my study to three chapters, the first one tackled with
the robes of honor and gifts in language as a term, then the proverbs and
wisdoms were said by wise men and poets in the robes of honor and
gifts, the differences and similarities between them, the difference
between the gift and the bribe. Also, I discussed in this chapter the robes
of honor and gifts in Islam, then in Omayad reign in Arabic east as it
considered the extending reign to the Omayad state in Andalus. However,
I discussed the luxury in Andalus and its effect in presenting the robes of
honor and gifts.

The second chapter comprised the kinds and objects which presenting
as robes of honor and gifts among the Caliphates and the state officers
which include the nicknames, wishes and fiefs, cash money, perfume and
incense, roses and flowers, foods and fruits, female and male slaves,
weapons in whole kinds especially the golden swords, animal in different
kinds, and constructing materials.

The third chapter tackled with ceremonies of the robes of honor and
gifts such as the Holydays which presenting during them the robes of
honor and gifts, then during the homage, obedience and the loyalty that
proclaimed by the princes and kings of other countries to the Andalusian
princes and Caliphates, as will as the appointment of the ministers for the

occupation of ministries. Moreover, the victories and the conquests were



the most ceremonies to present the robes of honor to the princes and the
leaders in order to honor them. In addition, the embassies and delegations
were great celebrity to exchange the robes of honor and gifts between the
Islamic and Arabic Andalusian State and the countries contemporaries to

them.
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
