The emancipation of women and the acceptance of their participation in
political life have gone through many stages in the Arab region, especially
in Iraq, and it has faced many obstacles and varying in terms of cultural

formation and social development in different societies.

While Article (14) of the Iraqi Constitution in force for 2005 stipulates that
(Iraqis are equal before the law without discrimination on grounds of sex,
race, nationality, origin, color, religion, sect, belief, opinion, social or
economic status), this matter did not reduce the challenges facing women
and hinder their political participation in general and their participation in
parliamentary elections in particular, as the nature of society and its culture
had a great impact. In defining and framing the relationship of women with
their (male) society with narrow limits, the weak representation of women
in government and services is offset by the weakness of women's
governmental and service representation, which reduces their friction with
society, proves their active role, and dismantles this problem. Despite the
current quota system, the level of women's representation in parliament is
still not commensurate with the proportion of women in Iraq, which

exceeds the 50% barrier of the population in Iraq.

In the end, the fact that the presence of Iraqi women during this stage in
decision-making positions is of great importance in changing many
policies based on gender discrimination that have led to the marginalization
and exclusion of women, not to mention the importance of the role of
women in the process of building security and peace and building the future
of Iraq, which is one of the important matters affecting the activation of the
role of women and transforming them from mere digital indicators to

objective facts.

To ensure the real and qualitative participation of women, this requires
concerted efforts to achieve more public awareness campaigns, especially
those that deal with cultural and religious customs, which are a key factor
limiting women's participation, in addition to urging civil society
organizations towards adopting work mechanisms that contribute to radical
change and enable women to occupy positions and reach leadership
positions that suit their capabilities and energies to contribute thus to the
process of construction and development that we dream of achieving in

Iraq today.
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
