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ABSTARCT

The image of the animal is one of the most significant and prominent
images in poetry in general, and in the pre-Islamic poetry and the period of
Islam in particular. In fact, the animal occupied a highly prominent place by
the poets, especially the pre-Islamic poets because of this place, where he
ascended from the level of bohemian to the level of sanctity by some of the
poets and the level of humanity in some others. Moreover, some of them
considered it as their i1dol, their intimate friend and faithful lover. This is
realized by the humanization of the animal and communicating with it as if it
was human who understands and was conscious of what is around it. These
characteristics are given by God to Man. These qualities distinguish Man
from the animal. The importance of the image of the animal which is very
rich in the pre-Islamic poetry and even in the Islamic poetry, the supervisor
suggested this topic for the present study under the title “The Image of the
Animal in Al-Shammakh Bin Dherar Al-Thubiyani’s Poetry”.

The plan of the study contains the introduction, two chapters and the
conclusion. The title of the first chapter is (The Humanization of the
Animal) which contains two sections: the implicit humanization and the
second one is explicit humanization. The title of the second chapter is (The
Symbolic and Legendary Image) which also contains two sections: The first
one deals with the image of the journey and the mythical conflict and the
second one points out the symbolic image of the animal in Al-
Shammakh’poetry.
