Abstract

The thesis aims to shed light on one of the hadith narrators, Imam
(Afif bin Salim al-Bajali al-Mawsili), who has not been written about,
and his hadiths have not been studied, despite his status and high rank. It
was necessary for us to conduct an extensive study. The first introductory
chapter discusses his biography, which includes his name and title, his
upbringing, his acquisition of knowledge, his teachers from whom he
narrated, and his students who learned from him, where it was evident
that he narrated from trustworthy sources, and trustworthy narrators also

narrated from him.

Thereafter, the thesis sheds light on the narrations he reported, as
the Hadith scholar Imam Afif bin Salim al-Bajali al-Mawsili narrated
several narrations in the fields of worship, purity, prayer, transactions,
and jihad. The thesis also includes his narrations in the remaining
chapters of knowledge, after compiling, categorizing, and organizing
them according to the topics, books, and chapters. These narrations were
studied analytically in terms of authentication, chain of narration,
evaluation of the narrators, language and unusual terminology, and

explanation of the hadith.

Additionally, the benefits derived from the narration and the ruling

on the narration were also discussed .
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
