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Abstract

Indeed, expedited administrative justice is that branch of
administrative justice which bestows its temporary protection upon rights
in disputes wherein the administration is a party. It is evident from the
apparent contents of documents and papers that their owners fear the loss
of time, which may entail irreparable damages. Thus, administrative
justice proceeds according to effective and swift procedures

commensurate with the administrative dispute.

After the objective administrative justice, in both of its aspects
(annulment and compensation claims), failed to protect rights and
freedoms swiftly and effectively, the significance of expedited
administrative justice emerged. There arose a need to equip the judge
with essential tools enabling the protection of rights and freedoms,
embodied in all expedited administrative justice claims, foremost among
them the urgent protection claims for fundamental freedoms. Through
this, administrative justice has been granted the authority to issue orders

to the administration and other applications.

Despite Iraq's adoption of a dual judicial system and the existence of
a special law regulating the work of the Council of State, which has
undergone several amendments, the laws as such do not contain any
provisions regarding the procedural aspect of administrative litigation.
Hence, the Iraqi administrative judge 1is unfamiliar with many
applications of expedited administrative justice, such as urgent protection
claims for fundamental freedoms and the suspension of administrative
judgments. However, they do consider requests to suspend administrative
decisions because they recognize the importance and necessity of

expedited rulings.
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This circumstance impelled us to address the concept of expedited
administrative justice, explore the conditions and procedures of urgent
protection claims for fundamental freedoms as outlined in comparative
laws, and investigate the suspension of administrative judgments and
decisions. We have reached a series of conclusions facilitating the
formulation of recommendations that may contribute to enriching
scientific discourse and protecting rights and freedoms through the

establishment of a specialized expedited administrative justice system.
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
