Abstract

The importance of studying the Euphrates Island territory in the
early Islamic era by dealing with the economic and social conditions
comes from the economic importance of this territory which is rich with
its agricultural resources that depend on the abundance of the agricultural
land ,climate , and the availability of large quantities of water represented
by the Tigris and the Euphrates and their tributaries ,fountainheads and
springs as well as the rain waters .

The social importance comes from that this territory is the
homeland of the Arabian tribes besides other nations since periods
previous to the Islamic conquer .Thus , this territory stood as an
armament for the Islamic state against the Byzantines danger from the
north .It is also considered a jointing point between the eastern Islamic
Arab state and the centre of caliphate in Damascus .

The study has divided into three chapters as follows :

The first chapter deals with the geographical and administrative
conditions as the origin of the naming ,marking the territory and
mentioning its many water resources that formed an attraction element
for several tribes as well as the settlement in it and then the territory was
conquered in the early Islamic eras .

The second chapter deals with the economic conditions represented
by agriculture and the agricultural lands ,the kinds of the agricultural
crops like seeds , fruits ,vegetables and the industrial crops like cotton .
Then , the chapter deals also with the minerals like iron and lead .The
chapter also studies the animal wealth that was assisted by the capacious
agriculture and the many grazing lands to be spread .

The chapter studies the commercial activity in the territory that
depends on a large net of communication roads ,the abundance of the

agricultural and industrial resources ,the availability of the markets that
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represent a factor of commercial prosperity in a number of cities in the
territory and finally the high resources represented by taxes that had been
taken from the population as the tax of rising and tribute and the
commerce tax ...etc.

Finally ,the third chapter deals with the social conditions of the
Island territory .The study concentrates on studying the population of the
territory of the Arabian tribes that settled in this territory before the
Islamic conquer represented by Deyar Bakir ,Deyar Mudhar and Deyar
Rabea'a as well as the incoming of large numbers of people after the
Islamic era from the neighbor Island tribes .

Then , mentioning the other nations like the Kurdish ,Arams , the
religious sects like Muslims ,Christians , Sabe'as ,and Jews and their

customs and traditions represented by the Islamic and the Christian feasts
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
