Abstract

Parliamentary opposition is one of the most important actors that
contribute to the governance of public policy. It is a fundamental pillar of the
democratic system based on the plurality of opinions and the separation of
powers. Its role lies in the governance of public policies through its
performance of a set of functions, namely: monitoring and holding the
government accountable, and providing alternatives and proposals.

This study highlights the pivotal role of parliamentary opposition in
public policy governance by comparing two contrasting models: the United
Kingdom, a country with a long-established democratic tradition, and the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, a country on the path to democratic
development within a constitutional monarchy. In the United Kingdom, the
opposition is a cornerstone of the political system, enjoying formal
constitutional status that enables it to fulfill its role through effective
institutional tools such as the shadow cabinet, which monitors the work of each
ministry and proposes alternatives, and the weekly Prime Minister's Questions,
which allow for public accountability of the government. This institutional
framework allows the opposition to contribute directly to improving the quality
of policies and ensuring their transparency and legitimacy, transforming it from
a mere watchdog into an active partner in the policymaking process, albeit
outside the executive branch. In Jordan, however, the parliamentary opposition
faces deeper challenges stemming from the nature of the political and legal
context. Challenges such as the constitutional prerogatives granted to the King
and the imbalance of power, which allows the King to dissolve Parliament,
appoint members of the Senate, and issue temporary laws, significantly limit the
ability of the House of Representatives, and consequently the opposition, to
exercise its powers effectively. Independent.

Through this comparison, the study concludes that the degree of
institutionalization of the opposition and the availability of political will to
support its existence is the decisive factor in determining its ability to contribute
to effective governance of public policies. The British model shows how the
existence of a strong and adequately resourced opposition enhances
accountability and leads to more mature and stable policies, while the Jordanian
model indicates the need for deeper reforms, including amending the electoral
system to enhance party representation, empowering parliamentary committees,
and formally expanding the powers of the opposition bloc to enable it to play its
role as a monitor and contributor to policymaking.
