significance:
A- Semantic analysis of the lexical level: The lexical level is the level at
which the Meaningling of the Qur’anic usage is explained with the help
of semantics and linguistics books and the lexical significance of the
Qur'anic usage.
B- Semantic analysis of the compositional level: in wich | adopted the

and the semantic effect of that.

C- Semantic analysis of the morphological level: where it is studied the
Qur’an singular the words employed in the verse as morphological study
and the semantic effect performed by the morphologic.

D- Semantic analysis of the phonemic level: When analyzing sounds,
whether they are singular or compound, it shows what functions the
sound or sounds have performed in the service of Meaningling.

It is known from the above that | proceeded in the analaysis from the
lexical level that represents the whole to the phonemic level that
represents the part, then | made the verse that represents the part as a
strating point for understanding the Meaningling of the poem, it is the
whole, then | adopted the principle of deconstruction in the analysis,
Meaningling that | made each level separately and did not enter them

except rarely.
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
