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Abstract

Summary: A study titled "The Story of Prophet Ibrahim (Peace Be Upon
Him) and the Objectives of the Surahs in Which He is Mentioned: An
Analytical Study" yielded a number of results that can be classified into

two aspects: the theoretical aspect and the analytical-applied aspect.

The theoretical aspect: It was established that understanding the general
context of the surah and its objectives aids the contemplator of the Book
of Allah in interpreting the story contained within it in a comprehensive
manner. It became clear that the Holy Quran does not mention events
and occurrences in isolation; rather, divine wisdom necessitated their
inclusion to fulfill their role in serving the objectives and goals of the
surah. The importance of the science of occasions, which contributes to
uncovering the secrets of the interconnection between the Quranic
Surahs and their harmony with the Quranic structure, was also
confirmed. This was clearly manifested in the story of Prophet Ibrahim
(Peace Be Upon Him) in its various instances in the Holy Quran and

how it was employed to serve the objectives of the surah.

At the applied level: The study revealed that the correlation between the
story of Prophet Abraham (peace be upon him) and the objectives of the
surahs was manifested through various types of Qur’anic connections.
This highlighted the precision of the Qur’anic structure and the depth of
the relationship between the story and the surah in which it appears.
Such a dimension uncovered a remarkable harmony, showing that the

placement of the story in each context corresponds perfectly with the
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overall objective of the surah, while affirming the central role of Abraham

(peace be upon him) in illustrating doctrinal meanings and guiding faith.
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
