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The importance of studying history in all fields, especially in the sports,
That it is of great importance because it explains the failures and achievements
that occurred in that time period under study, and studying the history of the
Paralympic Games, especially in Nineveh Governorate, which is concerned with
athletes with special needs, with the aim of communicating and integrating with
society in general. And their peers who are normal athletes.

The thesis included five chapters. The first chapter included the
introduction, the importance of the research, its problem, questions, objectives,
and fields, as it stated the importance of the research as it being a serious
attempt by the researcher to study and document the reality of the Paralympic
Games in Nineveh Governorate, in addition to identifying all the participations
and results they achieved in the world and international championships. Arabic,
continental and local events for the activities practiced by the players of the
Nineveh Committee and highlighting the achievements in which the players
excelled in any of these games for the disabled. Therefore, the study of
historical events is an interconnected chain between the past and the present in
light of the renaissance of all sports fields.

The research problem is reinforced by the researcher during the war in Iraq
in 2003, in which Iraq witnessed what the entire world had not witnessed in
terms of the destruction of the infrastructure of all state institutions, especially
the history archive for athletes with special needs. After that, terrorist events
continued in the city of Mosul and some cities in Iraq in 2014, which led to...
This resulted in the damage and destruction of some of the files and archives of
the Paralympic Subcommittee, which was based in Al-Dawasa, which made the
researcher take it upon himself to investigate and search for facts that had
disappeared as a result of the previous events that took place in the country in
general and Nineveh Governorate in particular, which made the researcher
necessary to conduct a historical study. Documenting and recording every detail
of this sporting history.



As for the second chapter, it included the theoretical framework and
previous studies, so it included the historical development of the Olympic
Games and the Paralympic Games for people with special needs throughout
history, as well as the classification of disabilities and their causes, and the
history of the emergence of the Paralympic Games in the city of Mosul and the
people in charge of them since their founding in the eighties until the year 2023.
As for the third chapter, it included On the methodology and field procedures
that the researcher followed in all the data and information related to the
problem of the thesis, as the researcher relied on achieving the objectives of the
thesis to the historical-documentary method due to its suitability and the nature
of the problem and the procedures that he took from a personal interview or
through communications or social media. The fourth chapter also included:
Presenting and discussing the contributions and results of the Paralympic Sub-

The lack of participation of the female
staff in the Paralympic Games in Nineveh Governorate, and in light of the
conclusions drawn. The most important recommendations were the necessity of
tracking, recording and documenting the historical journey of people with
special needs, paying attention to historical studies, preparing modern sports
equipment and stadiums that push them to achieve a high level of achievement,
and motivating the media to be interested in reporting everything related to
sports for the disabled in Nineveh.
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
