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== Abstract

Abstract

The aim of the present study is to know the impact of using story
style on the acquisition of moral concepts by fourth primary class girls in
the subject of Islamic education.

To achieve the aim of the research, the researcher made the
following null hypothesis: there is no significant statistical difference at
the level of 0.05 in acquiring moral concepts between girl pupils who
taught Islamic education by using story style and those who learnt Islamic

education by using the traditional (ordinary) method.

The researcher has intentionally chosen two schools, one of them is
AL- Akrameen primary school for girls, one of its classes (section A) was
the experimental group which was taught by using story style. The
number of this group was (26) girl pupils. The second school was
AL.Magidat primary school for girls. One of its Classes (section B) was
chosen the control group which was taught according to the ordinary
traditional method. The number of its girl pupils was (25). The total
number of the sample is (51) girl pupil. Failing pupils and non-Muslims
were excluded from the sample in both groups.

The researcher has conducted the equivalence between the two
research groups in the following variables:
.The mark of Islamic education for girls when they were in the third
primary class for the academic year 2001-2002, The total average of girl
pupils in the third primary class for all subjects,The age of the pupils
measured in months, the educational level of pupils father,the
educational level of pupils mothers, the pre-test of girls pupils for

equivalence in moral concepts. The statistical treatment showed no
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significant statistical differences between the two research groups in the
above variables.

So the experiment started at the beginning of the first semester of
the ac

Because of the absence of the tool to measure the acquisition of
moral concepts. The researcher prepared a tool for this purpose, which
consists of a 20 paragraphs, multiple —choice test. So as she was
preparing the necessary stories and the teaching plans which are
specialized with the subjects of study for the two groups. And it was
viewed on the many of arbitrates to find the validity, but the steadiness
was account its (steadiness) in a way of reliability applying so it is
reaching (0.78)

The experiment has been started in the beginning of the first
season of (2002-2003). The researcher herself taught the two groups. The
experiment lasted for (9) moths. For the duration from (24/10/2002) to
October- to 26 the of December 2002.

The following statistical methods were used:
1.the T-test to know the significant statistical difference between the two
groups in equivalence.
2.Pearson Coefficient correlation to measure the reliability of the tool.
3.The two equations of item difficulty and item discrimination were used.

So The results showed that there are statistically significant
differences between the means of two groups acquisition at the level of
(0.05) and in favor of the experimental group which was taught by using
story style.

One the basis of the results, many recommendations and

suggestions are provided.
