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Abstract:

The title of the thesis is: Ibn Rushd’s theological objections to
Ash’arism - a critical study. This thesis included an introduction, three
chapters, and a conclusion. As for the first chapter, it contained three
sections: The first section included an introduction to the vocabulary of
the title, and the second section: definition. Ibn Rushd, the third topic:

introducing Abu Al-Hasan Al-Ash’ari.

As for the second and third chapters: they included Ibn Rushd’s verbal
objections to the Ash’arism. As for the second chapter: it included five
studies. The first topic: proof of the existence of God Almighty. The
second and third topics: they included negative attributes. The fourth

topic: the aspect. As for the fifth topic: Attributes of meanings.

As for the third chapter: it included three sections. The first section:
interpretation, the second section: captivity, and the third section: it
included justice and injustice, then followed by the conclusion and

containing the results.

We have concluded that Ibn Rushd’s objections were not
demonstrative, and that in many cases the Ash’aris are attributed to
things they did not say, and it is certain that they say them, and he did

not adhere to the standards of honesty, since he sought to support
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philosophers, especially Aristotle, whom lbn Rushd considers the most
complete human being and possessed of an outstanding philosophical
mind, and that Ibn Rushd In many of his speeches, Rushd justified the
philosophers with evasive words that had nothing in common with
reality, and the books he wrote were only to support the philosophers
against the Ash’arite doctrine that was prevalent at that time in
Morocco. Ibn Rushd’s objections to the two imams al-Juwayni and al-
Ghazali (may God have mercy on them) are: Most of his objections to
the Mu'tazila and Maturidites, while his objections to Imam al-Juwayni
(may God have mercy on him) were not many. Rather, most of his
objections were to Imam al-Ghazali (may God have mercy on him),
who launched an organized campaign against philosophers and
eliminated philosophy that uses reason in order to know the truth of

the unseen, and that is impossible.
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
