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Abstract

Recent years have witnessed great care by researchers in studying
the biographies of personalities who had an influential role in the history
of their country, especially the political ones. The outcome of this care
was a good number of master’s theses and doctoral theses. Political
figures played a major and influential role in it, especially those who
witnessed these events.

The study of Lebanese personalities was characterized by difficulty
as aresult of the  complex political and economic conditions that the
country went through, but the researcher tried to shed light on the
political impact that the personality (the subject of the research) exercised
in an important era of its contemporary political history, which is (Elie
Hobeika), who had a political role He was a major player in Lebanon
during the period of the Lebanese civil war 1975-1990, and among the
personalities who tried most of the axes internally (Lebanon) and
externally (Syria and Israel), besides taking the most fateful decisions in
the (Lebanese Forces), and adopting the Syrian option over the (Israeli)
option.

From this point of view, the selection of "Eli Hobeika and his
political role in Lebanon 1956-1990" came to shed light on the various
aspects of his life, starting with his birth, his personal, political and social
life, and knowing the historical sequence of his political role in Lebanon.
Elie Hobeika's personality growth.

This message came in which we followed the Lebanese political
figure, Elie Hobeika, regarding the role he played in his political career in
Lebanon, and on this basis we can reach a number of data that can be

summarized as follows:
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The assassination of Bashir Gemayel left a great vacuum in the
Lebanese Forces, which somewhat affected the role of the political party.
Elie Hobeika turned to violence to take revenge, especially in the events
of the Sabra and Shatila camps. Then Hobeika’s glare faded after a while
from the beginning of the term of President Amin Gemayel and the
weakness of her political role, especially After the new president began
to extend his influence within the Lebanese Forces establishment, after
his nephew (Fouad Abi Nazer) took over the leadership of the Lebanese
Forces, as a first step in order to dissolve the Lebanese Forces within the
Kataeb Party and reduce the political role of Hobeika, which was
gradually growing at that time.

The Lebanese forces entered into armed conflicts, of which
Hobeika was the most prominent hero, as he managed to win over Samir
Geagea to his side to form a strong alliance that resulted in the removal of
Amin Al-Jamil's man in the Lebanese Forces (Fouad Abu Nazer).

Hobeika played a major role during the settlement initiatives, and
succeeded in thwarting the decisions of the Geneva and Lausanne
conferences, and rejected any decision in which the Syrian government
had a hand.

Hobeika was distinguished by his success in the intelligence work
after participating in many specialized courses, which enabled him to
gradually seize all the joints of the Lebanese Forces militia and its
political, military and financial capabilities.

In 1984, Hobeika's economic situation gradually improved, as the
Lebanese Forces became a more or less complete institution and imposed
taxes and levies on various economic activities.

It is also clear that during the period March 12 - May 9, 1985, the

leadership of the party was not known to be in the hands of Geagea or
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Hobeika, and the picture became clear after a limited political uprising
occurred, after which Hobeika was handed the presidency of the
Lebanese Forces, in order to exclude the Phalangists from the leadership
of the Lebanese forces, including Fouad Abi Nazer.

In May 1985, Hobeika managed to change the leadership of the
Lebanese Forces from a collective command to an executive body headed
by him. In light of this, he set out to change his options and opened
channels of communication with Syria and the Lebanese leftist parties.

It also turns out that the transformation of Hobeika's job title from
"Lebanese Forces Commander" to "Head of the Executive Committee"
was an indication that this person had escaped the control of the Phalange
Political Bureau and had begun to abuse it and entered politics through its
broad gate.

Lebanon witnessed a radical change in its foreign policy after
Hobeika turned to the Syrian option, and thus the party was divided after
Elie Hobeika announced his full support for the Syrian government, and it
seems that the reason that prompted Hobeika to take such a position was
the interests motive for control and influence within the ranks The party,
as it turned out later that Syria is the only Arab player with the strongest
influence on the Lebanese arena.

It is also clear that Hobeika played a prominent political role in
concluding the tripartite agreement, but the follower of the events shows
him that this agreement was a completely Syrian option and did not
satisfy the fears of the Christians who considered it a blow to the
sovereignty of the state because it legitimized the presence of the Syrian

army on Lebanese territory.
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
