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ABSTRACT

The current research objective is to:

- Identify the impact of the flipped classroom strategy on the
development of the most important teaching competencies, practical
performance and the trend towards the teaching profession for students
applied between the pre- and post-tests.

- Identify the impact of the early micro-teaching strategy on the
development of the most important teaching competencies, practical
performance and orientation towards the teaching profession for students
applied between the pre- and post-tests.

- Identify the impact of the control group on the development of the most
important teaching competencies, practical performance and orientation
towards the teaching profession for students applied between the pre- and
post-tests.

- Identify the significant differences between the three groups in the post-
tests in the development of the most important teaching competencies,
practical performance and orientation towards the teaching profession for
applied students.

The researcher assumed a number of hypotheses:

-There are significant differences between the pre- and post-tests in the
development of the most important teaching competencies, practical
performance and the trend towards the teaching profession for students
applying the second experimental group that was studied according to the
flipped class strategy.



-There are significant differences between the pre- and post-tests in the
development of the most important teaching competencies, practical
performance and the trend towards the teaching profession for students
applying the first experimental group that was studied according to the
carly micro-teaching strategy.

-There are significant differences between the pre- and post-tests in the
development of the most important teaching competencies, practical
performance and the trend towards the teaching profession for students
applying to the control group that studied according to the strategy
followed.

- There are no significant differences between the post-tests in the
development of the most important teaching competencies, practical
performance and the trend towards the teaching profession for applied
students and for the three research groups.

The researcher used the descriptive methodology as a means of building
the scale and experimental as an application, and the research community
consisted of students of the fourth academic year of the departments of
physical education and sports sciences in the faculties of basic education
at the University of Mosul, Al-Mustansiriya University, and Diyala
University for the academic year (2021-2022), which numbered (308)
male and female students. Distributed over these three sections The
researcher relied on the design of the three experimental and control
research groups with pre- and post-tests, and conducting a simple random
lottery on the research sample (88) male and female students before
exclusion, to determine the teaching strategies that will be applied to each
group has identified the strategy of early micro-teaching for the first
experimental group (first classroom), the flipped row strategy for the
second experimental group (second classroom), and the strategy followed
for the control group (classroom third), Building the scale of the most
important teaching competencies of the applied students, as well as
codifying the practical performance scale and adapting the scale of the
trend towards the teaching profession, and the main experiment was
carried out, as it took a period of (12 educational units) by one unit per
week, for the period from 15/3/2022 to 8/6/2022, and after the completion
of the experiment, the post-tests were conducted for the research sample.

The researcher used the statistical bag (SPSS) to reach the results of
the research, and the results showed that there were significant
differences between the values of the average scores of the pre- and post-
tests for students applied in all research variables and in favor of post-
tests, and also showed significant differences between the post-tests in all
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research variables of the applied students and for the three research
groups.

In view of the outcomes, the researcher concluded several
conclusions, including:

-The possibility of applying the strategies of the flipped classroom and
early micro-teaching in developing the most important teaching
competencies, practical performance and the trend towards the teaching
profession for students applied in the Department of Physical Education
and Sports Sciences at the College of Basic Soil, University of Mosul.

-The effect of the strategies of the flipped classroom and early micro-
teaching in the development of all research variables of the research
sample effectively.

-The scale prepared by the researcher is able to measure the most
important teaching competencies of students applied in the Department of
Physical Education and Sports Sciences at the College of Basic
Education.

- The early micro-teaching strategy compared with the flipped
classroom strategies and (followed by the teacher) achieved the best
development in all research variables of the research sample.
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
