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Abstract

Abstract

The present study investigates the impact of read share debate
(RSD) strategy on comprehending history concepts and developing
deductive thinking for second intermediate stage female students.

The sample include 55 female students from second intermediate
stage. They have been chosen intentionally from Al-Haj Younis
Intermediate School for girls the academic year 2018-2019. The subjects
have been distributed among two groups equivalent in such variables;
social subject score, age in months, intelligence and parents academic
level. The first group namely experimental includes 27 female students
learned social subject according to RSC strategy. The second group
namely control includes 28 female students learned the same subject
according to traditional method.

To fulfill the aim of the research and its hypothesis in measuring
the two dependent variables, the researcher construct an objective test for
social subject concepts which includes 37 (matching and multiple choice)
distributed among 37 concepts to measure the basic three elements of any
concepts; definition, example, application. For second variable, the
researcher construct a test for deductive thinking consists of 26 multiple
choice objective items. The researcher tests the validity and reliability and
other characteristics for the two instruments.

Then, the experiment started at the beginning of the second
semester of the academic year 2018-2019. The researcher applied pre-test
in deductive thinking for the subjects on 23", Dec. 2018 and the
experiment started on 19", Feb. 2019 which take five lessons on 22",
April, 2019.

After the application of the two instruments, concepts test and

deductive thinking test has been taken on 24th, April, 2019. Then, after

the collection of data statistically by using t-test for two independent
samples, the findings show the following:

1. There is significant statistical difference at (0.05) between mean
scores of comprehending concepts of social subject for students in the
two groups and for the benefit of the experimental group.
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2. There is significant statistical difference at (0.05) between mean
scores of deductive thinking for the two groups and for the benefit of
the experimental group.

3. There is no statistical difference between the mean scores of deductive
thinking pre- and post-test for the experimental group.

In the light of these finding, the researcher concludes some points

such as the impact of the RSC strategy on the comprehension of

concepts for second intermediate stage female students, as well as

developing deductive thinking. Then the researcher recommends
teachers of social subject to focus on classroom activities which
stimulate their students and develop mental skills. In addition to

that, the researcher suggest some additional researches related to

the current study.
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
