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Abstract

The thesis included an introduction, a preface, three chapters, a
conclusion, and a list of sources and references. The preamble included
defining the concepts of narration and sermon to develop the perception
on which the analysis is based. The first chapter was devoted to the study
of (narrative movement) with an introduction and two topics. While the
second topic included a study of (personality: types, dimensions, and
structure), and the second chapter came to study (narrative space) with an
introduction and two chapters.

The first topic included the study of (time) in terms of its forms,
classifications, and vision, while the second topic included the study of
(the place) in terms of its geography, composition, and vision. Its types
and functions, while the second topic was devoted to the study of
(dialogue) in terms of its relations with narration, its types and functions.

The thesis adopted an analytical study of the narration in terms of
its movement, space, and means to demonstrate the artistic and aesthetic
values at the level of form and content in the Umayyad sermons of their
caliphs and governors together to complete the literary image of this
strong and eloquent art in a large group, taking into account the non-
repetition of speech models when multiple narrative elements are

available within a single sermon.
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
