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That there are many definitions of armed conflict and that we
know that armed conflict involves any conflict or war
between two or more parties using armed force to achieve a
certain objective . These conflicts were not absolute. in the
end , they were placed under international laws from the use
of means and methods of warfare and were divided into three
types , whether it was between two or more states in the
territory of one of the state's parties called international armed
conflicts , the state and irregular forces of the breakaway have
specific goals and objectives that are trying to reach it through
military operations with the forces of the state.

Belonging to it , called armed conflicts non-international |,
and the kind that combines these two types of disputes and
with the support of one of these irregular forces , called the
conflicts international or hybrid . civil objects are all non-
military objectives , that are military in nature , location |,
purposes or use , and which achieve their total or partial
destruction , capture or disable them in the prevailing
circumstances , achieve the desired military objective where
the civilian objects are used in by nature and used in the
service of civilians . The objective of international
humanitarian law are to alleviate the suffering of civilians and
the two types of protection, Namely the general protection of
certain objects such as ships, aircraft and special protection
for medical facilities and services such as hospitals, places of
worship, cultural property and facilities that contain a grave
and are necessary for the continuity of human life.

Of the legal principles on which such rules are based, through
customary principles found in customary humanitarian,
equestrian and neutral conventions between the parties to the
conflict during military operations, as well as the international
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community in the Geneva conventions or protocols thereto
The military necessity and the distinction between military
objectives and civilian objective and the principle of
proportionality between the necessity of using weapons and
means of combat for the purpose of achieving the military
objective with the harm inflicted on civilians and their civilian
objects so as not to exceed the result of you attacks to achieve
the military advantage are causing damage to the hill what
deserves to be investigated military target .

We also referred to those rules that regulate protection
through international conventions, beginning with the Lahai
Convention of 1864 concerning the wounded in the field of
military personnel and the Geneva Convention of 1899
concerning the protection of th wounded and the civilian and
military prisoners in the field , ending with the four Geneva
Conventions of the year 1949 , and the protection of cultural
property and the two additional rights to the Convention on
the Protection of Cultural Property 1977 and the Additional
Rights thereto1954.

Through national mechanisms that include all international
conventions and their conformity with national legislation and
the dissemination of those agreements between the military
and civilian sectors so that everyone knows about these rules
and abide by them in times of peace and war, as well as the
international mechanisms that bind States, including the
United Nations concerned, to monitor and make binding
decisions on disputes between States, violations of civilian
objects, the role of the International Committee of the Red
Cross and the International Committee of the Red Cross in
providing assistance to civilians and the protection of their
interests and, if necessary, And the role it has provided - the
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international criminal court to try violators to protect civilians
and their interests during armed conflict. And the statement
that the criminal responsibility of individuals or States that
violate the rules of protection of civilian objects in military
operations .
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
