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The semantic fields are a theory of semantics, as they
include relationships within the semantic field represented by
synonyms, contradiction, and the relationship of the part to the
whole and others, and the study was based on finding the semantic
correlation  between  miserliness and words indicating i,
generosity and the expressions indicating it. In the dictionary of
Taj al-Arous by Zubaidi (d .: 1205 AH), the finding of the link
was dependent on the meanings of the word, meaning that each
meaning was linked to miserliness or generosity, and as for the
idea of dividing semantic fields and finding them in each chapter
based on what Al-Zubaidi stated in the meanings of the word and
finding common meanings between A group of vocalizations In
order to be placed under a general meaning that collects it or a
specific semantic field, and there are words that Al-Zubaidi stated
directly, and then it was placed in a semantic field that collects
under it several words that all share the meaning of the field, as
for what is related to the words that Al-Zubaidi declared in their
absolute connotation of miserliness or generosity. Searching for
their meanings in other dictionaries and searching for a general
meaning also includes a group of expressions that fall under a
specific semantic field. The research was divided into two
chapters, each chapter includes six sections, and the first chapter
was entitled the semantic correlation between miserliness and the
words indicating it, and the second chapter was titled the semantic

correlation between generosity and the vocabulary indicating it,



and the two chapters were arranged depending on the number of
words indicating miserliness. Or generosity in the dictionary of
Crown of the Bride, so the number of the words miserliness was
more compared to the terms of generosity, as the number of the
words miserliness reached (103) pronouncements, and the number
of words of generosity was (78) pronunciations. The analysis
samples were five for each topic in both chapters as well, so the
number of words for analysis in the whole thesis became (60)
pronunciations, and we adopted the ordering of the words and the

analysis samples within the same topic on the alphabetical order.
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
