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ABSTRACT

Storytelling can be viewed as group of expressions which differ in terms of
narrator’s style. The current work explores the stories in one — to - one discourse
told by Mosuli speakers in conversations. In addition, the study seeks the
variations in the structures of narratives by using Labov’s model, narrative

analysis (1972).

The study investigates the effect of wvariations on storytelling and
its contribution for interpreting identities of the narrators by analysing thirty
stories in Mosuli conversations where male-male and female-female included; ten
stories for each interaction, while male-female and female-male include five
stories for each interaction as well.The study aims at showing the social nature of
Mosuli society, the influence of narrator’s gender and the selection of the stories

on storytelling.
The study raises the following questions:

e Are Labov’s elements (1972) applicable similarly in Mosuli Stories?
e [s there any effect of the narrator’s gender on Mosuli storytelling?
e Does the context of the story determine choosing specific styles on the part of

the Mosuli narrator?

The study assumes that Mosuli narrators may adopt specific strategy in order
to narrate the stories properly. Additionally, the researcher supposes that
the gender difference affects the style of storytelling and certain styles are used to

make create for listeners.



The study concludes that elements of Labov’s model (1972) are applied
successfully through the structure of Mosuli storytelling. It comes up that there is
huge influence of the narrator’s style on storytelling vividly and the gender

influence of narrators on showing the structures of storytelling.
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
