Abstract:

This thesis, entitled "The Sayings of Abu Bakr al-Naqqash al-Mawsili (d. 351
AH) on Interpretation from Surat al-Furgan to Surat al-Saffat" (Collection and
Study), collects the sayings of al-Nagqgash (may God have mercy on him) from
books of interpretation, as the original (manuscript) interpretation is missing. It
then studies them, provides a conclusion, and demonstrates their agreement or
disagreement with the opinions of scholars of interpretation.

The thesis is divided into an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion, and a
list of sources and references.

The introduction discusses the importance of the topic, the reasons for
choosing it, the objectives of the research, the most important previous studies,
and the research methodology.

The first chapter dealt with Al-Naqqash's life and scientific efforts, and it
included two sections: his life and his scientific efforts. The second chapter
dealt with Al-Naqqash's sayings, collected and studied in Surah Al-Furgan, Al-
Shu'ara', and Al-Naml. The third chapter dealt with Al-Nagqgash's sayings,
collected and studied in Surah Al-Qasas, Al-Ankabut, and Al-Rum. The fourth
chapter included Al-Naggash's sayings, collected and studied in Surah Lugman,
Al-Sajdah, and Al-Ahzab. The fifth chapter included Al-Naqgqgash's sayings,
collected and studied in Surah Saba', Fatir, and Yasin. Then there is the
conclusion and a list of sources and references.
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
