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Abstract

Women have been subjected to discrimination and persecution since ancient times,
but this problem has worsened significantly with the passage of time and the spread

of violent extremist ideologies.

Whereas violent extremism is defined as the adoption and use of violence and force
to achieve extremist ideological, political or religious goals that go beyond the limits
of peaceful debate and democratic change. This term includes a set of activities and
actions that aim to impose certain ideas or beliefs by force, through terrorism,
physical assaults, or the threat of violence, which leads to destabilizing and insecure

society.

Violent extremism poses a serious threat to human rights, including women's rights,
as violent extremism against women is done by targeting women by limiting their
freedoms and exploiting them in traditional or violent roles. The distinction between
violent extremism against women and other concepts is made by focusing on
actions directed specifically against women, which are based on extremist beliefs

that consider women unequal or undeserving of their basic rights.

This study deals with the definition of violent extremism, its types, the motives of
violent extremism, and its distinction from other terms, as violent extremism against
women is done by targeting women directly or indirectly by restricting their freedoms
and exploiting them in traditional or violent roles. The forms of violent extremism
against women are multiple and are manifested in practices and methods that target
women directly or indirectly. These forms reflect the systematic exploitation of
women as victims or tools in the context of violent ideologies aimed at suppression

or imposing dominance. Violent extremism against women reflects a special pattern



of extremism that targets women in particular based on ideological or religious

beliefs that consider women inferior to men or seek to control them.

Women's rights in international and national laws aim to ensure gender equality,
protect women from discrimination and violence, and enhance their participation in
all aspects of social, political and economic life, in addition to seeking to enhance

the status of women and protect them from discrimination and violence.

need to be implemented effectively within societies.

In order to cover this topic from all aspects, we divided the study into three
chapters. The first chapter deals with the conceptual framework of violent extremism
against women. The second chapter deals with women’s rights and ways to protect
them from violent extremism, its effects and challenges. Finally, in the third chapter,
we discussed international and national efforts to address the impact of violent

extremism on women’s rights.
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
