second grade primary for the first semester of the academic year (2024-
2025), General average of all subjects, intelligence, academic
achievement of parents, visual thinking pre-test, vocabulary test), the
experimental group was studied using the (camera shot) strategy, while
the control group was studied in the usual way as the researchers prepared
the visual thinking test and presented it to a committee of experts in the
field of teaching methods and extracted the reliability and stability of the
test using the method of

The experiment lasted one semester, after which the students were
pre-tested, and after teaching the students of the two groups according to
the previously prepared plans, the researcher repeated the test, Then the
researchers analyzed the results statistically, and the results showed that
there were statistically significant differences between the pre-test and
post-test in visual thinking and vocabulary acquisition in favor of the
post-test, and there were statistically significant differences between the
average difference between the two groups in visual thinking in favor of
the experimental group, and in light of the research results, the researcher
recommended several recommendations that emphasized the use of the
(camera) strategy in primary schools, and the researchers also presented a

set of proposals, the most important of which is the impact of the




(camera) strategy in developing formal thinking in middle school
students.
